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- Jesus “Peace be upon him” said: “whoever hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal life and will not be condemned” John 5:24 (NIV)
- He also said: “Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free" John 8:32 (NIV)
Jesus has GOD 

- John said in the revelation book about Jesus “and has made us to be a kingdom and priests to serve his God and Father—to him be glory and power for ever and ever! Amen” Revelation 1:6 (NIV)

- Paul said in book of Ephesians about Jesus “the God of our Lord Jesus” Ephesians 1:17 (KJV)
 -Mathew says about Jesus in the Gospel of Mathew “Jesus cried out in a loud voice, "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?" which means, "My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?" Matthew 27:46 (NIV)

- John mentions that Jesus in the gospel of John said “I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my God, and your God”. John 20:17 (KJV)

- All Christian scholars are saying that this a prophecy from God about Jesus "Here is my servant, whom I uphold” Isaiah 42:1 (NIV)

- Peter says in the book of acts about Jesus that he is a servant of God “When God raised up his servant, he sent him first to you" Acts

- John says in the book of revelation that Jesus said “Him who overcomes I will make a pillar in the temple of my God. Never again will he leave it. I will write on him the name of my God and the name of the city of my God, the new Jerusalem, which is coming down out of heaven from my God; and I will also write on him my new name”. Revelation 3:12-14 (NIV)
Jesus the Prophet of GOD

- Mathew told us the following in his gospel “The crowds answered, "This is Jesus, the prophet from Nazareth in Galilee" Matthew 21:11 (NIV)

- Luke told us that 2 of Jesus disciples said the following in his gospel "About Jesus of Nazareth," they replied. "He was a prophet, powerful in word and deed before God and all the people” Luke 24:20 (NIV)

- The book of acts told us that God exalted Jesus and he was sent to Israel “that he might give repentance and forgiveness of sins to Israel” Acts 5:31 (NIV)

- The gospel of John tells us that Jesus was sent by God “Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me” John 4:34 (KJV)

- Gospel of John tells us that Jesus was sent by God “Jesus answered them, and said, My doctrine is not mine, but his that sent me” John 7:16 (KJV)

- Gospel of John tells us that Jesus was sent by God “And I knew that thou hearest me always: but because of the people which stand by I said it, that they may believe that thou hast sent me” John 11:42 (KJV)

- Gospel of John tells us that we have to believe in God who send Jesus and in Jesus who had been sent by God “Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life” John 5:24 (KJV)

- The gospel of Mathew tells us that Jesus was a prophet “This is Jesus the prophet of Nazareth of Galilee” Matthew 21:11 (KJV)

- The Bible tells us that Jesus is a prophet like Moses “The LORD said to me: ... I will raise up for them a prophet like you from among their brothers; I will put my words in his mouth, and he will tell them everything I command him. If anyone does not listen to my words that the prophet speaks in my name, I myself will call him to account. But a prophet who presumes to speak in my name anything I have not commanded him to say, or a prophet who speaks in the name of other gods, must be put to death" Deuteronomy 18:18-22 (NIV)

1- He is a prophet like Moses 2- He will not be killed, nor crucified like Moses  3- Moses didn’t call for trinity, so Jesus the prophet didn’t call for trinity  4- Moses was sent only to the children of Israel, so Jesus the prophet of God "I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel" Matthew 15:24 He is not the prophet coming to the world

- Isaia has the same characters as Jesus, read: "As for me, this is my covenant with them," says the LORD. "My Spirit, who is on you, and my words that I have put in your mouth will not depart from your mouth, or from the mouths of your children, or from the mouths of their descendants from this time on and forever," says the LORD. Isaiah 59:21 (NIV)
GOD is not a man but Jesus is a man

- The Bible told us that God is not a man “God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind. Does he speak and then not act? Does he promise and not fulfill?” Numbers 23:19 (NIV)

-  Peter said in the book of acts “Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him” Acts 2:22 (KJV)

- Gospel of John tells us that Jesus said that he is a man “But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard of God” John 8:40 (KJV)
God doesn’t die while Jesus died

- Paul said about GOD “who alone is immortal and who lives in unapproachable light, whom no one has seen or can see” 1 Timothy 6 (NIV)

- GOD says in the Bible “I live forever” Deuteronomy 32:40 (NIV)

- Paul said about Jesus “Christ died” 1 Corinthians 15:3 (NIV)

- Paul said about Jesus again “Christ died” Romans 14:9 (NIV)

 Adam’s sin “Eternal sin”

- The Bible told us “But if the wicked will turn from all his sins that he hath committed, and keep all my statutes, and do that which is lawful and right, he shall surely live, he shall not die” Ezekiel 18:21 (KJV)
- The Bible says “Fathers shall not be put to death for their children, nor children put to death for their fathers; each is to die for his own sins" 2 Chronicles 25:4 (NIV)
- The Bible says that GOD said to Adam “But you must not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, for when you eat of it you will surely die" Genesis 2:17 (NIV)

- Elijah told a sinner king that he will die because he didn’t repent and the king died in the same day “You will certainly die!" So he died, according to the word of the LORD that Elijah had spoken” 2 Kings 1:3-17 (NIV)

- Adam didn’t die in the same day as stated, but he lived 950 years, why?  Because he turned from his sin that he hath committed, so he should surely live, he should not die” 

- The Bible confirmed that “God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind. Does he speak and then not act? Does he promise and not fulfill?” Numbers 23:19 (NIV)

- Adam repented and turned away from his sin, this is what the Bible confirms.

- The Bible told us that GOD created the fruitful trees on the earth before the creation of the tree that Adam ate from and that is because Adam was created for the earth “And the LORD God made all kinds of trees grow out of the ground—trees that were pleasing to the eye and good for food. In the middle of the garden were the tree of life and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil” Genesis 2:9 (NIV)

- The Bible says “And the LORD God said, " He must not be allowed to reach out his hand and take also from the tree of life and eat, and live forever. So the LORD God banished him from the Garden of Eden to work the ground from which he had been taken.  After he drove the man out, he placed on the east side of the Garden of Eden cherubim and a flaming sword flashing back and forth to guard the way to the tree of life” Genesis 3:22-24 (NIV)

- David said in the Bible that GOD forgave sins without crucification “You forgave the iniquity of your people and covered all their sins” Psalm 85:2 (NIV)

- The LORD then said to Noah, "Go into the ark, you and your whole family, because I have found you righteous in this generation.” Genesis 7:1 (NIV)
- The Bible told us that GOD forgave sins before the birth of Jesus “and as thou hast forgiven this people, from Egypt even until now” Numbers 14:19 (KJV)

- Paul says “Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures”

- But Jesus says in the Gospel of Mathew "Not everyone who says to me, 'Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. Many will say to me on that day, 'Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and in your name drive out demons and perform many miracles?' Then I will tell them plainly, 'I never knew you. Away from me, you evildoers!'” Matthew 7:21-23 (NIV)

The Bible says “Jesus was saved from crucification”

- The Bible says “The Righteous One takes note of the house of the wicked and brings the wicked to ruin” Proverbs 21:12 (NIV)

- The Bible tells us “The righteous man is rescued from trouble, and it comes on the wicked instead” Proverbs 11:8 (NIV) .. Was this applied with Jesus the righteous man?

- Jesus said to his disciples "But a time is coming, and has come, when you will be scattered, each to his own home. You will leave me all alone. Yet I am not alone, for my Father is with me” John 16:32 (NIV), but Mathew says “Jesus cried out in a loud voice, "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?" which means, "My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?" Matthew 27:46 (NIV) .. God, the Father was with him or forsaken him? .. The Bible told us that God will not forsake his faithful ones and they will be protected “For the LORD loves the just and will not forsake his faithful ones. They will be protected forever, but the offspring of the wicked will be cut of” Psalm 37:28 (NIV) Was Jesus a faithful one or wicked? Sure he was faithful so he must be protected.
 - The Bible says that everyone must die for his sins “But every one shall die for his own iniquity: every man that eateth the sour grape, his teeth shall be set on edge” Jeremiah 31:30 (KJV)

- Again the Bible told us that everyone must die for his own sin “the LORD commanded, saying, The fathers shall not die for the children, neither shall the children die for the fathers, but every man shall die for his own sin” 2 Chronicles 25:4 (KJV)

- The Bible says “The soul that sinneth, it shall die. The son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son: the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him” Ezekiel 18:20 (KJV)

- The Bible says that God will save his Messiah “Now I know that the LORD saves his anointed; he answers him from his holy heaven with the saving power of his right hand” Psalm 20:6 (NIV)

- The Bible says again that God will save his Messiah “The LORD is the strength of his people, a fortress of salvation for his anointed one” Psalm 28:8 (NIV)

- The Bible says for the third time that God will save his Messiah “He trusted on the LORD that he would deliver him: let him deliver him, seeing he delighted in him” Psalm 22:8 (KJV)

-  The Bible told us that the angel of the LORD will save his Messiah “The angel of the LORD encampeth round about them that fear him, and delivereth them” Psalm 34:7 (KJV)

-  The Gospel of Luke told us that the angel of the LORD appeared to Jesus “And there appeared an angel unto him from heaven, strengthening him” Luke 22:43 (KJV)

- The Bible told us that God will not forsake his faithful ones and they will be protected “For the LORD loves the just and will not forsake his faithful ones. They will be protected forever, but the offspring of the wicked will be cut of” Psalm 37:28 (NIV) Was Jesus a faithful one or wicked? Sure he was faithful so he must be protected.
Jesus was not the only begotten son of GOD

-  The Bible says that Israel “Jacob” is the son of God and even his firstborn “Thus saith the LORD, Israel is my son, even my firstborn” Exodus 4:22 (KJV)

-  The Bible says that David is the son of God and his firstborn “Also I will make him “David” my firstborn, higher than the kings of the earth” Psalm 89:27 (KJV)

- The Bible says that Israel is the son of God and Ephraim is his firstborn “I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my firstborn” Jeremiah 31:9 (KJV)

-  The Bible says that Solomon is the son of God “He shall build an house for my name; and he shall be my son, and I will be his father; and I will establish the throne of his kingdom over Israel for ever” Chronicles 22:10 (KJV)

- The Bible says that Solomon is the son of God “And he said unto me, Solomon thy son, he shall build my house and my courts: for I have chosen him to be my son, and I will be his father” 1 Chronicles 28:6 (KJV)

- Jesus said to children of Israel “you will be sons of the Most High (GOD)” Luke 6:35 (NIV)
Jesus was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel

-  The Gospel of Mathew tells us that Jesus confirmed that he was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel “He answered ”Jesus”, "I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel" Matthew 15:24 (NIV)

- The book of Romans tells us that Jesus confirmed that he was sent only to Israel “And so all Israel will be saved, as it is written: "The deliverer will come from Zion; he will turn godlessness away from Jacob” Romans 11:26 (NIV) I’m sure that wasn’t happen.

- Jesus said in the Bible "Do not go among the Gentiles or enter any town of the Samaritans. Go rather to the lost sheep of Israel” Matthew 10:5-6 (NIV)

Trinity

- Paul said that the son and the holy-spirit are not part of Godhead “there is no God but one … yet for us there is but one God, the Father, from whom all things came and for whom we live” 1 Corinthians 8:4-6 (NIV)

- John said that Jesus has GOD “and has made us to be a kingdom and priests to serve his God” Revelation 1:6 (NIV)

- Jesus said "Do not hold on to me, for I have not yet returned to the Father. Go instead to my brothers and tell them, “I am returning to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God” John 20:17 (NIV

-Mathew says “Jesus cried out in a loud voice,.. "My God, my God?" Matthew 27:46 (NIV)
- The book of acts says “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit” Acts 10:38 (NIV)
- Do you think that the father who is in the heaven, and the son of man “Jesus” who was baptizing from John in the Jordan river and the dove which was over the head of the son are one or three separate personalities?

- Jesus said in the Bible “blessed are they that hear the word of God, and keep it” Luke 11:28 (KJV)
- Jesus said also “He who belongs to God hears what God says. The reason you do not hear is that you do not belong to God." John 8:47 (NIV)
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
