Which of them is the greatest: Mohamed or the Christ (Messiah) Peace Be Upon Them both? (1)
 Dr. Ibrahim Awad

This present study at the hands of the reader is the reply to one of these books which fill the sites of immigrant Christians by which they challenge Muslims. It is entitled: “Which of them is the greatest: Mohamed or the Christ (Messiah)? A question that must be answered- a religious narration after a real event.” However, there is a difference between the author of this book ( who called himself Abd El-Messiah et al) and the shredded priest with the blistered buttocks from which stink smells). Nevertheless, his style is more accurate than that of the blistered despite the fact that it is not void of mistakes. Moreover, it is polite while the purpose is the same: to create skepticism of Islam through claiming that the Holy Prophet cannot stand to the comparison to the Messiah for the latter is a god whereas the former is a human being. It is noteworthy that Abd El-Messiah et al do not talk about the messenger Mohamed PBUH as a false alleger; rather, they consider him as a great prophet and among the greatest figures of history. Furthermore, they deem him as the second of two who are the Christ (Messiah) and Mohamed PBUH. Hence, the reader can see that the style of my answer to authors differ from my answers to the blistered as it does not make sense that I would offend an author who did not commit an obvious mean offence to Islam or the great prophet. However, this did not prevent me from the detailed observation of all the gaps in the book of Abd El-Messiah et al. I divided the book of Abd El-Messiah et al in this study in question at present into several sections by shading each section in yellow, then following it by a detailed reply of what it includes. After this explanation, I leave the reader with the book and answering it in order to judge by himself in this important subject.
“Which of them is the greatest: the Christ (Messiah)or Mohamed? 

A question that must be answered-a religious narration after a real event.”

Preamble:

We live in the age of speed as the fast airplanes made far countries get closer. The flow of books and television programs moved the hearts of nations, so tribes and races mingled automatically. Questions float and researches are conducted, so everyone should ask: what is the eternal right? What are the constructive ideas which we accept with a righteous conscience and without any feelings of disgust? Everyone who learns to listen attentively to others’ views would acquire a broader mind than that of his limited surrounding.

We agree with Abd El-Messiah and his fellows that people should all open up their minds and hearts to know what in the hands of others and inspect the merchandise they exhibit before they make a judgment of them as judging a thin is a branch of fancying it. If the fancy does not exist in the first place because man did not look into such a thing, would he be able to make a judgment concerning it? Of course, not. It is known that every time atheists objected to our holy prophet, Qur’an would get involved with in a dialogue and debate with them and offered what it had with patience and tolerance and refuted what they had by a confounding logic and would always demand them to use their brains and consider everything by their minds before they would refute it. It never confiscated their right in reasoning, nor in acceptance or rejection. In addition, Qur’an declared in several places that mind is the basis of faith and every man is busy to believe or disbelieve in what Mohamed PBUH brought. This is man’s own responsibility and no one has got a say in this except him and he is not judged but only according to 
Thus, Islam should be presented to him in a pleasant way that reveals its magnificence and originality; otherwise how can there be judgment for who knows nothing of Islam or knows about it but in a distorted way covering its good traits and bestowing faults that he does not know nor there is not any means by which he could know the truth about this religion? Almighty God said: “

The striking question:

One of the servants of God was used to visit prisons in an Arab country to announce the life path for prisoners. He obtained an official permit from the governmental official circles to visit who wishes to listen to the heaven’s prophecy and peace which would purge hearts and change minds. This servant of God would enter a cell without the company of a guard rejecting being guarded due to his belief that frank research cannot be made with prisoners under surveillance. Therefore, he would proceed alone into the criminals’ cells and sit with them. Once he entered into a cell with a group of prisoners sentenced to over ten years of imprisonment. They had already known him from his previous visits and got used to listening to his guidance to the truth and salvation prophecy. They used to discuss his preaching incomparably strongly and enthusiastically after he had left. When he walked into their cell, they immediately closed the door after him saying to him: you won’t come out of this room unless you provide us with a frank definite answer for our question. The servant of God replied saying: I come to see you voluntarily without an armed guard and I present you with answers of God’s word as much as I could and whatever I do not know I do not answer. They replied: we do not expect from you secrets of stars, nor magic ways, but we ask you as a religious man a final definite answer for the question discussed among us: who is the greatest? Mohamed or the Christ? When the servant of God heard this question, he said to himself while feeling perplexed: if I said Mohamed is the greatest, the Christian prisoners would attack me because these sitting in this cell were criminals who had no conscience. If I said that Mohamed is the greatest, a Muslim would attack me and break my neck out of fury for whoever insult or offend Mohammed is deemed by some Muslims an atheist who deserves death. The servant of God prayed to God in his heart asking Him to inspire him with the persuasive wise answer for these prisoners and whoever asks for God’s guidance in critical times obtain the answer promptly. Hence, the Holy Spirit inspired this annoyed servant while he was behind the closed door a clear answer which he modestly offered. When the God’s servant loitered during his silent prayer to answer this question, the prisoners told him: do not escape your responsibilities and don’t be a coward, rather you should admit the whole truth and we would pledge to let you go without any insult or offence no matter what you would say. So do not lie or hide your thoughts, but tell us the whole truth. The Man of God started saying: I am willing to provide you with candid truth; however, the question raised here was not the subject I prepared for you today of the Holy Book. Nonetheless, if you decided to listen to the comparison between Mohammed and Christ because you compel me to answer a question which I did not raise nor intend at all, then this would be my answer: I do not decide who is the greatest, but I leave the Quran and Hadith to provide you with a convincing answer. Consider the Quran by the eyes of hidden truth and truth would liberate you.
 As for this story, I regret to say that it is not absorbed by the mind, but it is merely the invention of the author or authors, who invented it in order to form an interesting artistic framework believing that persuasion by it in this manner, would be stronger and more effective for the reader. Otherwise, what is the Arab state which would allow someone who does not belong to the prison officers and soldiers to enter the cells of prisoners? Besides, the prison officials leave the cell door after the preachers so that the prisoners would close it themselves from the inside (God is great!) Or would leave it open as they like or wish them not as prison officials want? It is the practice in such case to get the prisoners out from their cells into a large room where the interviews are held, but as to have meetings in the cell we never heard of such thing since the time of our ancestors! Then, I wonder how can we believe in Muslims turning to a priest in order to resolve the question subject of the story? Does a Muslim doubt on this issue, let alone resorting to a priest, he knows before anybody else that he will naturally choose the Christ? How they did not turn to a Muslim thinker in order to consult him in regard to this issue if this question was raised in their minds in the first place? As Muslims believe in all prophets and messengers and respect them all. Despite the fact that they believe that Muhammed is the best prophet; however, they do not make of it an issue that they use to be involved in arguments and debates with anybody.
Let’s notice the discrimination by which the author or authors showed the reaction of both groups: the maximum that Christians would do to the priest if he chose the Prophet Muhammed is that they would attack him. The reader should pay attention to the words: “they would attack him”, that’s all without specifying the kind of such attack. That may mean they would try to attack him but not necessarily execute it . this is what comes to mind when we hear the words “they would attack him”. As for when he described the reaction of Muslims for his assumed preference of the Christ. He specifically said: “If I said that Mohamed is the greatest, a Muslim would attack me and break my neck out of fury for whoever insult or offend Mohammed is deemed by some Muslims an atheist who deserves death.” The difference is quite clear even for the blind. This means that the author(s) describes Muslims of being cruel and brutal contrary to Christians. The worst that may be expected form their criminals who have no conscience is that they would attack him, but without anyone at all breaking his neck. In addition, at the same time as he stipulates that death awaits who offends Muhammed, the Christians do not think by any means about such a thing. Why not, while they are civilized even if they were prisoners, criminals with no conscience? 
Above all, how does the author of the story be convinced that such these immoral criminals (as they are called) can have their minds be busy in jail (hotbed of crime and corruption all) with such entertaining issues which would only visit the minds of those who have risen in their belief of religion and covered in this far distances? Furthermore, prior to this, how would the authorities of a country allow a preacher of some religion to enter the cell of all prisoners belonging to all religions without sorting believers of his religion separately so that he would take liberty at talking to them concerning the affairs of their religion without disturbing others with whatever they are saying, rather with what may cause a dissension in the cells which God alone knows the extent of its damage? Rather, how can reason accept the Muslim authorities letting at the prison a Christian preacher entering to Muslim prisoners preaching his religion with members of his community? Indeed, the mind cannot digest such kind of talk just as it cannot digest the reverse of this situation if authorities in a Christian country allow a Muslim preacher to enter to Christian prisoners offering his religion and trying to make them convert to it. Finally, since when unscrupulous criminals can be so eloquent to utter such well-expressed words: " we do not expect from you secrets of stars, nor magic ways, but we ask you as a religious man a final definite answer for the question discussed among us: who is the greatest, Mohamed or the Christ"? I wonder whether Muslims will be persuaded by what a Christian preacher would say about a preference for Christ. How would they get to know that he is truthful or lying concerning his judgment? What is the standard of truth and lying here? It is, for the questioners in our story, that Muhammad is the best; except for this nothing would be considered by them as truth.

We conclude to the final statement which reveals that the whole story as I have mentioned before is an invented one. Here is the preacher saying that he would leave Quran and Hadith provide us with a convincing answer, i.e. this speech is addressed at Muslims alone. Therefore, he does not want to offer them evidence other than the Quran and Prophetic traditions which they believe in nothing other than them, then where did the Christians go? Why were not they among those who discussed that issue and asked for an answer about it, and he himself feared their attack if he supplied them with an unexpected and undesirable answer? Then his saying:” if I said Mohamed is the greatest, the Christian prisoners would attack me” is additional evidence that the story is an invented alleged one. As  how could he imagine that he could convince us judgment can be made by him for Muhammed while he believes that the Messiah is a god or son of God and Muhammed for the best appreciation of him would be a mere prophet? Then I wonder who would place the human prophet before the god? Unless he wished to tell us that he was an abstract preacher who belongs to no religion, but calling for absolute virtue without attaching to a certain faith or worship. However, this assumption is greatly refuted by his naming “slave of Mesiah”. Moreover, the Christian preacher declares that he would acquire his standard from Quran and prophetic traditions, would he actually fulfill his promise and stick to God’s book and the his prophet’s Hadith or would he forget this promise and restore to the New Testaments even occasionally in addition to his interpretation of the texts of Quran and prophetic traditions in an unacceptable explanation? We will not hurry to answer now and soon we will see what the servant of God would do to himself.

2. The birth of Muhammed and the Christ:

Everyone knows that the father of Muahmmed is Abdallah and his mother is Amana, then Muhammed actually belonged to a known father and a respected mother. Quarn does not state that Muhammed was unnaturally born, as he was not created by the prophecy of an angel or was born by a word of God; rather, he was naturally begotten like the rest of people from his father Abdallah and his mother Amena. The Quran repeatedly tells us that the Christ was not naturally begotten like the rest of people and his father was not a human. He was begotten by the Virgin Miriam without the interference of any man as God blew of His spirit in her. Therefore, the Christ is the only man who was begotten by the spirit of God – Surat El-Nesaa 4:171, Surat El-Anbyaa 21:91and Surat El-Tahreem 12:66. Thus the Messiah is not a normal man but a holy spirit and at the same time a normal flesh as he was born by the spirit of God and by the Virgin Miriam. Muhammed was not born by the spirit of God; rather he was begotten by a real father and a real mother, so he is a normal body (flesh) only not a heavenly spirit.
As for Muhammed was born by known and respected father and mother, this is cannot be refuted even if among the foolish deceitful of Coptic missionaries someone recently appeared who has doubted or suspected this like their suspicion in all evidenced in Islam that was undoubted or indisputable at any time. However, these are the malicious missionary schemes and their insolent propaganda which their distributers may think that it would achieve something after they tasted the bitterness of their powerlessness to defeat Muslims. Hence, they had to restore to lying like the shredded priest who introduces in his program some idiots of young Christians who are not proficient and are not good at anything and each of them is called “Brother Muhammed”, as if every Muslim is named Muhammed, as if Christian missionaries would let any conqueror keep his former name. besides this name is Muhammed which no other name in the world causes them skin allergy and colon disturbance and headache as the way it does for them! In addition, the shredded priest with the bristled bottom restores to lifting the oriental missionary “Islamic Encyclopedia” by his hand in face of viewers whenever he appears in his program saying: “look! I don’t make up a thing by myself; I derive what I say from the Islamic Encyclopedia, deluding the ignorant who do not have any background of the issue that this Encyclopedia was written by Muslims rather than Jews, Christians, or western atheists who hate Muhammed and Muhammed’s religion the way they dislike blindness or death. This is a method which is not becoming of a person claiming to speak by the name of God and calling people to follow the right path; whereas his path is all twisting, mischievousness and satanic malice. However, he is quite exposed for who has the smallest amount of knowledge of such matters. Nevertheless, the author of the book at hand does not follow the example of the shredded priest, his style and his followers; rather, he stands at limits of politeness or at least: compliment limits for which we thank him and express to him the same whenever it is necessary. In addition, he did not contradict any of our religion beliefs or principles. Therefore, we would like to thank him for this as well as what he said in the book which is not little regardless of what was his motive i.e. whether he said it motivated by his heart and conscience or the motive was mere compliment as I have already mentioned before. This includes his saying that Muhammed is a holy prophet and his religion is great and the like for which we once more thank him again trying to respond in the same manner as much as possible. This indicates that we do not follow the same method with all debaters of the followers of other religions. Rather, we distinguish between a polite debater whom we respect his feelings and a stinking sinful despicable pig. The latter we have only the old shoe to spank him on his rotten bottom like the shredded priest with the bristled bottom from which reek smells.
As for the saying that Muhammed was not unnaturally born, it is true; as it was born like the rest of all mankind from a human father and a mother. However, there were some Muslim thinkers who bestowed on his birth (PBUH) a set of wonders such as the prophecy which his mother received when she was sleeping that she was about to give delivery of a baby with no match, and the ruining of Kesra’s palace and the emergence of a light that glowed from El-Sham (Lebanon & Syria) countries to Mecca and other miracles which are not believed except by some (not all) Muslim thinkers; especially that Quran mentioned no such thing nor the true prophetic traditions. This should be an asset for Islam and its prophet for if he were a false prophet as accused by the despicable, who spread lies, he would have alleged claims concerning his birth and personality; however, he did not for a simple reason: he was not the author of the religion, but a mere messenger whom Quran was revealed to and he reported it to mankind without adding, decreasing or distorting it.
In regard to saying that he PBUH was not begotten by God’s word, we do not agree on it with the hero of the invented story as there is nothing in the whole world which emerged into existence without God’s word. Almighty God  said:
انما قولنا لشيء اذا اردناه ان نقول له كن فيكون) 
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Verily! Our Word unto a thing when We intend it, is only that We say unto it: "Be!" - and it is.

انما امره اذا اراد شيئا ان يقول له كن فيكون (يس- أية 82)

Verily, His Command, when He intends a thing, is only that He says to it, "Be!" - and it is!
In addition, the Quran stipulates that the birth of Isa even if it differed from the natural delivery for the availability of the mother without the father is no different from the birth of Adam as both were performed by a word of God “He said to him “Be” and he was”:

إِنَّ مَثَلَ عِيسَىٰ عِنْدَ اللَّهِ كَمَثَلِ آدَمَ ۖ خَلَقَهُ مِنْ تُرَابٍ ثُمَّ قَالَ لَهُ كُنْ فَيَكُونُ  (آل عمران – أية 59)
[59] Verily, the likeness of 'Isâ (Jesus) before Allâh is the likeness of Adam. He created him from dust, then (He) said to him: "Be!" - and he was.

Rather, the Adam’s issue is more wonderful and surprising for us who get used to see births come out of a sexual intercourse between a man and a woman, not from dust. This is immeasurable more than the birth of the Messiah’s birth from Miriam PBUH which the damned Jews interpret it as the sin fruit between the mother and a man of mankind. At one time they say it is Joseph El-Nagar and at another they say it is a roman soldier which is entirely refuted by Muslims and consider uttering such words as undoubtedly clear indication of infidelity. The reason for plunging more in bewilderment and astonishment concerning the issue of Adam is that he was created of dust, not from a father and a mother, or only a mother, rather from dust. This calls for surprise and astonishment than the issue of the Messiah’s birth as it is as crystal clear as the sun.
As for his saying that Quran repeatedly tells us that the Messiah was not naturally born like the rest of mankind, and his father was not a human being, so he was begotten by the Virgin Mariam without the involvement of any man as God blew from His spirit in her. The Messiah is the only man who was begotten by the spirit of God: Surat El-Nesaa/ verse No. 171, Surat El-Anbyaa / verse No. 91 and Surat El-tahreem / verse No. 12. It also states that the Messiah was not really born by the normal typical way by which all mankind after Adam and Eve were born. However, the Quran did not state that he was born from a human father or non human. Otherwise, whoever can guide us to any text in God’s book stating that Isa was begotten from a non-human father? The Quran indicates clearly that Isa is the son of Mariam alone. Hence, he was often called Isa son of Mariam or the Messiah Isa Bin Mariam which has no other meaning except that he was merely a son of a woman and absolutely has no father whether a human or non-human. Any saying is that he was son of God as the preacher inconspicuously hints here would be indisputably considered as atheism or polytheism. This point is one of the substantial differences between Islam and Christianity. Each person may believe in whatever he wishes; no has a say about this except him. However, this is one thing whereas suggesting that Quran states the filiation of the Messiah PBUH to God is another which is completely different and does not correspond at all to the faith of Islam or the stipulations of Quran and prophetic traditions. Any attempt for deception in this context is an attempt destined to failure and would quite futile for its performer; hence there is no need for it then. Messiah in Islam is a slave of God and his messenger no more similar to Noah, Ibrahim, Moses, Zachariah, Yahiya, Isa, Houd, Saleh, Shoaib no more and no less with difference of rank from a messenger to the other. The leader of all of them is Muhammed PBUH as he is a messenger for all mankind and the last prophet and messenger. Moreover, he was not only a messenger; rather, he applied his principles. Therefore, he was a president of a state and a judge as well as its military commander at most times.

His saying that the Messiah is the only human being born from the spirit of God remains. This is also a saying that was not mentioned in the Holy Quran. Rather, it says that all mankind were breathed in from the spirit of God as it was stated in Surat El-Sagda
"ذَلِكَ عَالِمُ الْغَيْبِ وَالشَّهَادَةِ الْعَزِيزُ الرَّحِيمُ (6) الَّذِي أَحْسَنَ كُلَّ شَيْءٍ خَلَقَهُ وَبَدَأَ خَلْقَ الإِنْسَانِ مِنْ طِينٍ (7) ثُمَّ جَعَلَ نَسْلَهُ مِنْ سُلالَةٍ مِنْ مَاءٍ مَهِينٍ (8) ثُمَّ سَوَّاهُ وَنَفَخَ فِيهِ مِنْ رُوحِهِ وَجَعَلَ لَكُمُ السَّمْعَ وَالأَبْصَارَ وَالأَفْئِدَةَ قَلِيلاً مَا تَشْكُرُونَ (9)"[سورة السجدة ]
That is He: the All-Knower of the unseen and the seen, the All-Mighty, the Most Merciful.(6)
Who made everything He has created good and He began the creation of man from clay.(7)
Then He made his offspring from semen of despised water (male and female sexual discharge).(8)
Then He fashioned him in due proportion, and breathed into him the soul (created by Allâh for that person); and He gave you hearing (ears), sight (eyes) and hearts. Little is the thanks you give!(9)
Also, in Surat El-Hagr:

"وَإِذْ قَالَ رَبُّكَ لِلْمَلائِكَةِ إِنِّي خَالِقٌ بَشَرًا مِنْ صَلْصَالٍ مِنْ حَمَإٍ مَسْنُونٍ (28) فَإِذَا سَوَّيْتُهُ وَنَفَخْتُ فِيهِ مِنْ رُوحِي فَقَعُوا لَهُ سَاجِدِينَ (29)"[سورة الحجر]

And (remember) when your Lord said to the angels: "I am going to create a man (Adam) from dried (sounding) clay of altered mud. (28)

"So, when I have fashioned him completely and breathed into him (Adam) the soul which I created for him, then fall (you) down prostrating yourselves unto him."(29)

And in Surat Sad:
"إِذْ قَالَ رَبُّكَ لِلْمَلائِكَةِ إِنِّي خَالِقٌ بَشَرًا مِنْ طِينٍ (71) فَإِذَا سَوَّيْتُهُ وَنَفَخْتُ فِيهِ مِنْ رُوحِي فَقَعُوا لَهُ سَاجِدِينَ (72)"(سورة ص)

(Remember) when your Lord said to the angels: "Truly I am going to create man from clay". (71)

So when I have fashioned him and breathed into him (his) soul created by Me, then you fall down prostrate to him." (72)

It was stated s well in Quran, Almighty Glorious God saying that Almighty God has revealed to Muhammed a spirit by His command. 

"وَكَذَلِكَ أَوْحَيْنَا إِلَيْكَ رُوحًا مِنْ أَمْرِنَا مَا كُنْتَ تَدْرِي مَا الْكِتَابُ وَلا الإِيمَانُ وَلَكِنْ جَعَلْنَاهُ نُورًا نَهْدِي بِهِ مَنْ نَشَاءُ مِنْ عِبَادِنَا وَإِنَّكَ لَتَهْدِي إِلَى صِرَاطٍ مُسْتَقِيمٍ (52)" [سورة الشورى]
"And thus We have sent to you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) Ruh (a Revelation, and a Mercy) of Our Command. You knew not what is the Book, nor what is Faith? But We have made it (this Qur'ân) a light wherewith We guide whosoever of Our slaves We will. And verily, you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) are indeed guiding (mankind) to the Straight Path (i.e. Allâh's religion of Islâmic Monotheism)."
Can we argue after this that Isa was the only one who was begotten from the spirit of God? I do not think that this is possible at all. Consequently, the preacher’s saying at the end of the last paragraph “the Messiah is not then a normal person but a heavenly spirit and at the same time has a normal flesh as he was begotten by the spirit of God and by the Virgin Mariam. Muhammed was not begotten by the spirit of God; rather he was born for a real father and a real mother. Thus he has a normal body only, not a heavenly spirit. These words can not be taken by granted because he attributed things to God and Quran without having any right as we saw together. Thus, his saying that the Messiah PBUH according to what was mentioned in Quran is God’s spirit is entirely wrong. The Quran says that God breathed in Mariam of his soul while it does not state that Isa is God’s spirit exactly as he said that God blew in mud of his spirit; hence, man who is Adam and Eve and children of Adam and Eve to the day they are resurrected. If he said that he and his people believe in this, then he wouldn’t be condemned as he is free in his belief despite the fact that we consider him wrong in such belief as he erred in attributing this belief to Quran. We would not say that he lied about it sticking to what we stated before that that we will be committed to politeness as far as possible as we did not violate our faith in God, His messenger and His Holy Book.

3. Heavenly promises of Muhammed and the Christ:

 We read in Quran concerning the Christ that God prophesied the Virgin Mariam that she would give birth to the Messiah. The Quran says:
إذ قالت الملائكة يَا مَرْيَمُ إِنَّ اللَّهَ يُبَشِّرُكِ بِكَلِمَةٍ مِنْهُ اسْمُهُ الْمَسِيحُ عِيسَى ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ وَجِيهًا فِي الدُّنْيَا وَالآخِرَةِ وَمِنَ الْمُقَرَّبِينَ -سورة آل عمران 45
When the angels said: “O Maryam (Mary), Allah gives you the glad tidings of a word “Be!” – And he was! i.e. Isa (Jesus) the son of Maryam from Him, his name will be the Messiah Isa, the son of Maryam, held in honour in this world and in the hereafter, and will be one of those who are near to Allah.”
The Holy God Himself granted Maryam the glad tidings about the birth of the Messiah and called him : a word from him. All revered  prophets listened to God’s word and reported it sincerely no matter how it cost them. As for the Messiah, he did not hear the revelation; rather he is the embodied God’s word and was bestowed by the dominance of the holy word with its creative, appealing, forgiving, consoling and renewing power. Hence, God announced in advance the birth of the Messiah to Maryam personally confirming to her the Grand Miracle. We never read in Quran about Muhammed that he was the embodied word of God, we only read that he received the revelation and reported it to his listeners. God did not bring the glad tidings to his mother Amena in person and did not breathe in his spirit in her. As for Maryam the Virgin, she was confronted by angel Gabriel sent by God and she accepted from him the Holy Spirit and became the chosen among women as the Quran says: 
“و إذ قالت الملائكة: يَا مَرْيَمُ إِنَّ اللَّهَ اصْطَفَاكِ وَطَهَّرَكِ وَاصْطَفَاكِ عَلَى نِسَاءِ الْعَالَمِينَ”- سورة آل عمران 42.
“And when the angels said: “O Maryam (Mary)! Verily, Allahhas chosen you, purified you, and chosen you above the women of mankind and Jiinn”.

Her name was stated 34 times in Quran, while the name of Muhammed’s mother was not mentioned not even once in Quran.

There is no doubt concerning what the preacher said about the angels bringing happy tidings to Maryam about the Messiah’s birth as the preacher did not add naything more than what we read in Quran about him PBUH. Therefore, we will not stand before him; rather, we will move to what the preacher said later regarding Isa being God’s embodied word which nothing about it exist in Quran at all. If this was words by which the preacher expresses his belief in the Messiah, he would be free to believe in it; on the other hand if he attributes this to Quran, we should stand and stop him saying to him that he has made a terrible mistake as there exists no where in Quran that Isa PBUH is the embodied word of God. God in Islam cannot be embodied because there is nothing like Him. It is known that there are innumerable incalculable embodied things. Therefore, God does not resemble them and is not embodied in them. In addition, He almighty is the first, so there is nothing preceding Him and He is the last, so there is nothing following Him. As for embodied things they have beginning and end and their existence is limited and they are not the first or last thing. Moreover, his saying that Isa (according to what was stated in Quran) did not receive any revelation is an erroneous saying I do not where did he get it from. In Surat El-Nesaa, we read the words of Almighty God : 
"إِنَّا أَوْحَيْنَا إِلَيْكَ كَمَا أَوْحَيْنَا إِلَى نُوحٍ وَالنَّبِيِّينَ مِنْ بَعْدِهِ وَأَوْحَيْنَا إِلَى إِبْرَاهِيمَ وَإِسْمَاعِيلَ وَإِسْحَاقَ وَيَعْقُوبَ وَالأَسْبَاطِ وَعِيسَى وَأَيُّوبَ وَيُونُسَ وَهَارُونَ وَسُلَيْمَانَ وَآَتَيْنَا دَاوُودَ زَبُورًا (163)"
Verily, We have sent the revelation to you (O Muhammed PBUH) as We sent the revelation to Nuh (Noah) and the prophets after him; We  also sent  the revelation to Ibrahim (Abraham), Ismail (Ishmael), Ishaq (Issac), Yaqub (Jacob) and Al-Asbat (the offspring of the twelve sons of Yaqub (Jacob), Isa (Jesus),Ayyub (Job), Yunis (Jonah), Harun (Aaron, and Sulaiman (Solomon); and to Dawud (David) we gave the Zabur (Psalms)
In this verse, we read that God sent revelation to Jesus as He sent it to Muhammed, Ibrahim, Ishaq, Jacob and Ayyoub …etc. this is similar to what almighty God said in Surat El-Maeda: 
"وَقَفَّيْنَا عَلَى آَثَارِهِمْ بِعِيسَى ابْنِ مَرْيَمَ مُصَدِّقًا لِمَا بَيْنَ يَدَيْهِ مِنَ التَّوْرَاةِ وَآَتَيْنَاهُ الإِنْجِيلَ فِيهِ هُدًى وَنُورٌ وَمُصَدِّقًا لِمَا بَيْنَ يَدَيْهِ مِنَ التَّوْرَاةِ وَهُدًى وَمَوْعِظَةً لِلْمُتَّقِينَ (46)"
“And in their footsteps, We sent Isa (Jesus), son of Maryam, confirming the Taurat (Torah) that had come before him, and we gave him the injeel (Gospel), in which was guidance and light confirmation of the Taurat (Torah) that had come before it, a guidance and an admonition for for Al-Muttaqun (the pious).”
Therefore, God’s giving Isa the Gospel is in itselfHis revelation to him. If our preacher said that this was his belief, we would have relieved himself of the pledge and relieved us, but when he attributes something to Quran which is not actually in Quran this would be considered as Arabs used to say خرط القتاد i.e. eliminating prickly bushes by mere palms of hands.  This is similar to Almighty God’s saying : 
"وَلَقَدْ آَتَيْنَا مُوسَى الْكِتَابَ وَقَفَّيْنَا مِنْ بَعْدِهِ بِالرُّسُلِ وَآَتَيْنَا عِيسَى ابْنَ مَرْيَمَ الْبَيِّنَاتِ وَأَيَّدْنَاهُ بِرُوحِ الْقُدُسِ" (البقرة/ 87(،
“And indeed, We gave Musa (Moses) the Book and followed him up with a succession of messengers. And gave Isa (Jesus), the son of Maryam (Mary), clear signs and supported him with Holy spirit i.e. Jibrael  (Gabriel)” 
 "إِذْ قَالَ اللَّهُ يَا عِيسَى ابْنَ مَرْيَمَ اذْكُرْ نِعْمَتِي عَلَيْكَ وَعَلى وَالِدَتِكَ إِذْ أَيَّدْتُكَ بِرُوحِ الْقُدُسِ" (المائدة/ 110)،
“When Allah will say (on the day of resurrection) :”O Isa (Jesus), son of Maryam (Mary)! Remember My Favour to you and to your mother when I supported you with Holy Spirit i.e Jibrael  (Gabriel)” 

God sent the Holy spirit i.e. Jibrael  (Gabriel) to support Isa (Jesus) PBUH and this is similar to Almighty God saying in both Surat El-Nahl and Surat respectively about the Quran which he revealed it to Muhammed PBUH: 
: "فَإِذَا قَرَأْتَ الْقُرْآَنَ فَاسْتَعِذْ بِاللَّهِ مِنَ الشَّيْطَانِ الرَّجِيمِ (98) إِنَّهُ لَيْسَ لَهُ سُلْطَانٌ عَلَى الَّذِينَ آَمَنُوا وَعَلَى رَبِّهِمْ يَتَوَكَّلُونَ (99) إِنَّمَا سُلْطَانُهُ عَلَى الَّذِينَ يَتَوَلَّوْنَهُ وَالَّذِينَ هُمْ بِهِ مُشْرِكُونَ (100) وَإِذَا بَدَّلْنَا آَيَةً مَكَانَ آَيَةٍ وَاللَّهُ أَعْلَمُ بِمَا يُنَزِّلُ قَالُوا إِنَّمَا أَنْتَ مُفْتَرٍ بَلْ أَكْثَرُهُمْ لا يَعْلَمُونَ (101) قُلْ نَزَّلَهُ رُوحُ الْقُدُسِ مِنْ رَبِّكَ بِالْحَقِّ لِيُثَبِّتَ الَّذِينَ آَمَنُوا وَهُدًى وَبُشْرَى لِلْمُسْلِمِينَ (102)"،
“ So when you want to recite the Quran, seek refuge with Allah from Satan, the outcast (the cursed one). Verily! He has no power over those who believe and put their trust only in their Lord (Allah). His power is only over those who obey and follow him (Satan) i.e. those who are polytheists. And when we change a verse (of the Quran) in place of another- and Allah knows best what He sends down- they (the disbelievers) say: “You (O Muhammed PBUH) are but a forger (liar. “Nay, but most of them know not.”
 "وَإِنَّهُ لَتَنْزِيلُ رَبِّ الْعَالَمِينَ (192) نَزَلَ بِهِ الرُّوحُ الأَمِينُ (193) عَلَى قَلْبِكَ لِتَكُونَ مِنَ الْمُنْذِرِينَ (194)".
“ And truly, this (the Quran) is a revelation from the Lord of Alalmin (mankind, Jinn and all that exists), which the trustworthy Ruh (Jibril i.e. Gabriel) has brought down, upon your heart (O Muhammed PBUH) that you may be one of the warners.

Undoubtedly, Quran allocation of a whole Surat in it for Maryam (Mary) PBUH and not allocating a similar surat for the mother of the holy messenger nor any of his wives is an indisputable and irrefutable evidence that he is indeed and truly a messenger of God of mankind. Otherwise, the whole matter will turn into a brutal competition, so he would have covered the mentioning of Maryam and would make instead of it a fame for his wives and mother , so how great is the Holy prophet!
Thus, all that the preacher based on this is absolutely rejected by us in content and in form as the supremacy, ability and his creating power was not embodied in Isa at all because he PBUH in Quran is no more than a slave and a messenger. However, if he had healed the blind and cured the leper and revived the dead, then we do not refute this but the Quran is crystal clear about this and did not leave it loose when he said  that he did what he did by God’s permission (will) rather than his own. In addition, the Quran confirmed that he is quite helpless and cannot help himself or others except by the will of God. Furthermore, other prophets had made miracles as he did; rather, He almighty magnificent God would make him stand before Him (God) on Judgment Day and would ask him as He (God) would ask all his worshippers. Then he would try to disown the great sin committed by some humans when they forgot or neglected the fact that he was a servant (a worshipper) and they made him a deity. It was stated in Surat El-Maeda:
"لَقَدْ كَفَرَ الَّذِينَ قَالُوا إِنَّ اللَّهَ هُوَ الْمَسِيحُ ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ قُلْ فَمَنْ يَمْلِكُ مِنَ اللَّهِ شَيْئًا إِنْ أَرَادَ أَنْ يُهْلِكَ الْمَسِيحَ ابْنَ مَرْيَمَ وَأُمَّهُ وَمَنْ فِي الأَرْضِ جَمِيعًا وَلِلَّهِ مُلْكُ السَّمَاوَاتِ وَالأَرْضِ وَمَا بَيْنَهُمَا يخْلُقُ مَا يَشَاءُ وَاللَّهُ عَلَى كُلِّ شَيْءٍ قَدِيرٌ (17)"،
Surely, in disbelief are they who say that Allâh is the Messiah, son of Maryam (Mary). Say (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) "Who then has the least power against Allâh, if He were to destroy the Messiah, son of Maryam (Mary), his mother, and all those who are on the earth together?" And to Allâh belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth, and all that is between them. He creates what He wills. And Allâh is Able to do all things.
 "لَقَدْ كَفَرَ الَّذِينَ قَالُوا إِنَّ اللَّهَ هُوَ الْمَسِيحُ ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ وَقَالَ الْمَسِيحُ يَا بَنِي إِسْرَائِيلَ اعْبُدُوا اللَّهَ رَبِّي وَرَبَّكُمْ إِنَّهُ مَنْ يُشْرِكْ بِاللَّهِ فَقَدْ حَرَّمَ اللَّهُ عَلَيْهِ الْجَنَّةَ وَمَأْوَاهُ النَّارُ وَمَا لِلظَّالِمِينَ مِنْ أَنْصَارٍ (72) 
Surely, they have disbelieved who say: "Allâh is the Messiah ('Isâ (Jesus)) son of Maryam (Mary)." But the Messiah ('Isâ (Jesus)) said: "O Children of Israel! Worship Allâh, my Lord and your Lord." Verily, whosoever sets up partners (in worship) with Allâh, then Allâh has forbidden Paradise to him, and the Fire will be his abode. And for the Zâlimûn (polytheists and wrong-doers) there are no helpers.

لَقَدْ كَفَرَ الَّذِينَ قَالُوا إِنَّ اللَّهَ ثَالِثُ ثَلاثَةٍ وَمَا مِنْ إِلَهٍ إِلاّ إِلَهٌ وَاحِدٌ وَإِنْ لَمْ يَنْتَهُوا عَمَّا يَقُولُونَ لَيَمَسَّنَّ الَّذِينَ كَفَرُوا مِنْهُمْ عَذَابٌ أَلِيمٌ (73)
Surely, disbelievers are those who said: "Allâh is the third of the three (in a Trinity)." But there is no Iilâh (god) (none who has the right to be worshipped) but One Ilâh (God -Allâh). And if they cease not from what they say, verily, a painful torment will befall on the disbelievers among them.
 أَفَلا يَتُوبُونَ إِلَى اللَّهِ وَيَسْتَغْفِرُونَهُ وَاللَّهُ غَفُورٌ رَحِيمٌ (74)
“Will they not turn with repentance to Allâh and ask His Forgiveness? For Allâh is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.”
مَا الْمَسِيحُ ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ إِلاَّ رَسُولٌ قَدْ خَلَتْ مِنْ قَبْلِهِ الرُّسُلُ وَأُمُّهُ صِدِّيقَةٌ كَانَا يَأْكُلانِ الطَّعَامَ انْظُرْ كَيْفَ نُبَيِّنُ لَهُمُ الآَيَاتِ ثُمَّ انْظُرْ أَنَّى يُؤْفَكُونَ (75)
“The Messiah ('Isâ (Jesus)) son of Maryam (Mary), was no more than a Messenger; many were the Messengers that passed away before him. His mother (Maryam (Mary)) was a Siddiqah (i.e. she believed in the words of Allâh and His Books (see Verse 66:12)). They both used to eat food (as any other human being, while Allâh does not eat). Look how We make the Ayât (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.) clear to them, yet look how they are deluded away (from the truth).”
 قُلْ أَتَعْبُدُونَ مِنْ دُونِ اللَّهِ مَا لا يَمْلِكُ لَكُمْ ضَرًّا وَلا نَفْعًا وَاللَّهُ هُوَ السَّمِيعُ الْعَلِيمُ (76)
“Say (O Muhammad (peace be upon him) to mankind): "How do you worship besides Allâh something which has no power either to harm or to benefit you? But it is Allâh Who is the All-Hearer, All-Knower."
 قُلْ يَا أَهْلَ الْكِتَابِ لا تَغْلُوا فِي دِينِكُمْ غَيْرَ الْحَقِّ وَلا تَتَّبِعُوا أَهْوَاءَ قَوْمٍ قَدْ ضَلُّوا مِنْ قَبْلُ وَأَضَلُّوا كَثِيرًا وَضَلُّوا عَنْ سَوَاءِ السَّبِيلِ (77)"،
“Say (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) "O people of the Scripture (Jews and Christians)! Exceed not the limits in your religion (by believing in something) other than the truth, and do not follow the vain desires of people who went astray in times gone by, and who misled many, and strayed (themselves) from the Right Path."
 "وَإِذْ قَالَ اللَّهُ يَا عِيسَى ابْنَ مَرْيَمَ أَأَنْتَ قُلْتَ لِلنَّاسِ اتَّخِذُونِي وَأُمِّيَ إِلَهَيْنِ مِنْ دُونِ اللَّهِ قَالَ سُبْحَانَكَ مَا يَكُونُ لِي أَنْ أَقُولَ مَا لَيْسَ لِي بِحَقٍّ إِنْ كُنْتُ قُلْتُهُ فَقَدْ عَلِمْتَهُ تَعْلَمُ مَا فِي نَفْسِي وَلا أَعْلَمُ مَا فِي نَفْسِكَ إِنَّكَ أَنْتَ عَلاّمُ الْغُيُوبِ (116)
“And (remember) when Allâh will say (on the Day of Resurrection): "O 'Isâ (Jesus), son of Maryam (Mary)! Did you say unto men: 'Worship me and my mother as two gods besides Allâh?' " He will say: "Glory be to You! It was not for me to say what I had no right (to say). Had I said such a thing, you would surely have known it. You know what is in my inner-self though I do not know what is in Yours; truly, You, only You, are the All-Knower of all that is hidden (and unseen).”
 مَا قُلْتُ لَهُمْ إِلاّ مَا أَمَرْتَنِي بِهِ أَنِ اعْبُدُوا اللَّهَ رَبِّي وَرَبَّكُمْ وَكُنْتُ عَلَيْهِمْ شَهِيدًا مَا دُمْتُ فِيهِمْ فَلَمَّا تَوَفَّيْتَنِي كُنْتَ أَنْتَ الرَّقِيبَ عَلَيْهِمْ وَأَنْتَ عَلَى كُلِّ شَيْءٍ شَهِيدٌ (117)
"Never did I say to them aught except what You (Allâh) did command me to say: 'Worship Allâh, my Lord and your Lord.' And I was a witness over them while I dwelt amongst them, but when You took me up, You were the Watcher over them; and You are a Witness to all things. (This is a great admonition and warning to the Christians of the whole world).”
 إِنْ تُعَذِّبْهُمْ فَإِنَّهُمْ عِبَادُكَ وَإِنْ تَغْفِرْ لَهُمْ فَإِنَّكَ أَنْتَ الْعَزِيزُ الْحَكِيمُ (118)".
"If You punish them, they are Your slaves, and if You forgive them, verily You, only You are the All-Mighty, the All-Wise."
In the surats of  “Maryam “ and El-Zokhrof” we read respectively:
 "قَالَ إِنِّي عَبْدُ اللَّهِ آَتَانِيَ الْكِتَابَ وَجَعَلَنِي نَبِيًّا (سورة مريم -30)
"He ('Iesa (Jesus)) said: Verily I am a slave of Allâh, He has given me the Scripture and made me a Prophet;"
 وَجَعَلَنِي مُبَارَكًا أَيْنَ مَا كُنْتُ ‎وَأَوْصَانِي بِالصَّلاةِ وَالزَّكَاةِ مَا دُمْتُ حَيًّا (31) 
"And He has made me blessed wheresoever’s I be, and has enjoined on me Salât (prayer), and Zakât (give charity or alms), as long as I live."
وَبَرًّا بِوَالِدَتِي وَلَمْ يَجْعَلْنِي جَبَّارًا شَقِيًّا (32) 
"And dutiful to my mother, and made me not arrogant, unblest.”
وَالسَّلامُ عَلَيَّ يَوْمَ وُلِدْتُ وَيَوْمَ أَمُوتُ وَيَوْمَ أُبْعَثُ حَيًّا (33) 
"And Salâm (peace) be upon me the day I was born, and the day I die, and the day I shall be raised alive!"
ذَلِكَ عيسَى ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ قَوْلَ الْحَقِّ الَّذِي فِيهِ يَمْتَرُونَ (34) 
Such is 'Iesa (Jesus), son of Maryam (Mary). (It is) a statement of truth, about which they doubt (or dispute).
مَا كَانَ لِلَّهِ أَنْ يَتَّخِذَ مِنْ وَلَدٍ سُبْحَانَهُ إِذَا قَضَى أَمْرًا فَإِنَّمَا يَقُولُ لَهُ كُنْ فَيَكُونُ (35) 
It befits not (the Majesty of) Allâh that He should beget a son (this refers to the slander of Christians against Allâh, by saying that 'Iesa (Jesus) is the son of Allâh). Glorified (and Exalted be He above all that they associate with Him). When He decrees a thing, He only says to it, "Be!" - and it is.
وَإِنَّ اللَّهَ رَبِّي وَرَبُّكُمْ فَاعْبُدُوهُ هَذَا صِرَاطٌ مُسْتَقِيمٌ (36)"،
('Iesa (Jesus) said): "And verily Allâh is my Lord and your Lord. So worship Him (Alone). That is the Straight Path. (Allâh's religion of Islâmic Monotheism which He did ordain for all of His Prophets)." (Tafsir At-Tabarî).”
 "وَلَمَّا ضُرِبَ ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ مَثَلاً إِذَا قَوْمُكَ مِنْهُ يَصِدُّونَ (57) 
And when the son of Maryam (Mary) is quoted as an example (i.e. 'Isâ (Jesus) is worshipped like their idols), behold, your people cry aloud (laugh out at the example).
وَقَالُوا أَآَلِهَتُنَا خَيْرٌ أَمْ هُوَ مَا ضَرَبُوهُ لَكَ إِلاّ جَدَلاً بَلْ هُمْ قَوْمٌ خَصِمُونَ (58)
“And say: "Are our âliha (gods) better or is he ('Isâ (Jesus))" They quoted not the above example except for argument. Nay! But they are a quarrelsome people.”
 “إِنْ هُوَ إِلاّ عَبْدٌ أَنْعَمْنَا عَلَيْهِ وَجَعَلْنَاهُ مَثَلاً لِبَنِي إِسْرَائِيلَ” (59) 
He ('Isâ (Jesus)) was not more than a slave. We granted Our Favor to him, and We made him an example for the Children of Israel (i.e. his creation without a father).
“وَلَوْ نَشَاءُ لَجَعَلْنَا مِنْكُمْ مَلائِكَةً فِي الأَرْضِ يَخْلُفُونَ” (60) 
And if it were Our Will, We would have (destroyed you (mankind) all, and) made angels to replace you on the earth.
“وَإِنَّهُ لَعِلْمٌ لِلسَّاعَةِ فَلا تَمْتَرُنَّ بِهَا وَاتَّبِعُونِ هَذَا صِرَاطٌ مُسْتَقِيمٌ” (61) 
And he ('Isâ (Jesus), son of Maryam (Mary)) shall be a known sign for (the coming of) the Hour (Day of Resurrection) (i.e. 'Isâ's (Jesus) descent on the earth). Therefore have no doubt concerning it (i.e. the Day of Resurrection). And follow Me (Allâh) (i.e. be obedient to Allâh and do what He orders you to do, O mankind)! This is the Straight Path (of Islâmic Monotheism, leading to Allâh and to His Paradise).
“وَلا يَصُدَّنَّكُمُ الشَّيْطَانُ إِنَّهُ لَكُمْ عَدُوٌّ مُبِينٌ” (62) 
And let not Shaitân (Satan) hinder you (from the right religion, i.e. Islâmic Monotheism), Verily, he (Satan) to you is a plain enemy.
“وَلَمَّا جَاءَ عِيسَى بِالْبَيِّنَاتِ قَالَ قَدْ جِئْتُكُمْ بِالْحِكْمَةِ وَلأُبَيِّنَ لَكُمْ بَعْضَ الَّذِي تَخْتَلِفُونَ فِيهِ فَاتَّقُوا اللَّهَ وَأَطِيعُونِ” (63) 
And when 'Isâ (Jesus) came with (Our) clear Proofs, he said: "I have come to you with Al-Hikmah (Prophethood), and in order to make clear to you some of the (points) in which you differ. Therefore fear Allâh and obey me.
“إِنَّ اللَّهَ هُوَ رَبِّي وَرَبُّكُمْ فَاعْبُدُوهُ هَذَا صِرَاطٌ مُسْتَقِيمٌ" (64(
"Verily, Allâh! He is my Lord (God) and your Lord (God). So worship Him (Alone). This is the (only) Straight Path (i.e. Allâh's religion of true Islâmic Monotheism)."
4- Innocence of Muhammed and the Messiah
* When Muhammed was a little lad, two angels came to him and purified his heart, in this the Koran says: 

“أَلَمْ نَشْرَحْ لَكَ صَدْرَكَ وَوَضَعْنَا عَنْكَ وِزْرَكَ الَّذِي أَنْقَضَ ظَهْرَكَ”- سورة الانشراح 1- 3
Have We not opened your breast for you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)). And removed from you your burden. Which weighed down your back?

Since then, he had the honest purified heart, so it was not in itself pure and virtuous, but the two angels removed the burden from his heart as purification. Thus, Muhammed required a surgical operation on the heart to purify his heart before he became a prophet and a messenger of Allah. We read about Maryam’s son in Koran that she would give a birth to a righteous son according to the verse:

“أَنَا رَسُولُ رَبِّكِ لأَهَبَ لَكِ غُلاَمًا زَكِيًّا”- سورة مريم 19
(The angel) said: "I am only a Messenger from your Lord, (to announce) to you the gift of a righteous son."
Interpreters such as El-Tobery, El-Baydawy and El-Zamakhshary agreed that the word زَكِيًّا means pure, clean and sinless. Hence, before the birth of the Messiah’s birth, the revelation declared that he would be born purified and would live without any sin, he was not in need for heart purification because he was originally sainted. The son of Maryam not only listened to the word of Allah, but he was the word itself, so there was no difference between his message and his conduct as he practiced what he preached and stood with no blame or sin. Koran testifies that all prophets and messengers have certain sins and it states these sins for some of them except the Messiah. He was always innocent and righteous for the spirit of God kept him since his birth in complete sanity despite his human nature; therefore, he did not fail the experience because he is the embodied spirit of God. Muhammed himself admitted three times in Koran that he had to ask forgiveness from God:

“فَاصْبِرْ إِنَّ وَعْدَ اللَّهِ حَقٌّ وَاسْتَغْفِرْ لِذَنْبِكَ وَسَبِّحْ بِحَمْدِ رَبِّكَ بِالْعَشِيِّ وَالإِبْكَار”- غافر 55.
So be patient (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) Verily, the Promise of Allâh is true, and ask forgiveness for your fault and glorify the praises of your Lord in the 'Ashi (i.e. the time period after the midnoon till sunset) and in the Ibkâr (i.e. the time period from early morning or sunrise till before midnoon) (it is said that, that means the five compulsory congregational Salât (prayers) or the 'Asr and Fajr prayers).
(Surat Ghafer – Verse No. 55)

“فَاعْلَمْ أَنَّهُ لاَ إِلَهَ إِلاَّ اللَّهُ وَاسْتَغْفِرْ لِذَنْبِكَ وَلِلْمُؤْمِنِينَ وَالْمُؤْمِنَاتِ واللَّهُ يَعْلَمُ مُتَقَلَّبَكُمْ وَمَثْوَاكُمْ”- محمد 19
So know (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) that, Lâ ilâha ill-Allâh (none has the right to be worshipped but Allâh), and ask forgiveness for your sin, and also for (the sin of) believing men and believing women. And Allâh knows well your moving about, and your place of rest (in your homes).

(Surat Muhammed- Verse No. 19)

“وَإِذْ تَقُولُ لِلَّذِي أَنْعَمَ اللَّهُ عَلَيْهِ وَأَنْعَمْتَ عَلَيْهِ أَمْسِكْ عَلَيْكَ زَوْجَكَ وَاتَّقِ اللَّهَ وَتُخْفِي فِي نَفْسِكَ مَا اللَّهُ مُبْدِيهِ وَتَخْشَى النَّاسَ وَاللَّهُ أَحَقُّ أَنْ تَخْشَاهُ فَلَمَّا قَضَى زَيْدٌ مِنْهَا وَطَرًا زَوَّجْنَاكَهَا لِكَيْ لاَ يَكُونَ عَلَى الْمُؤْمِنِينَ حَرَجٌ فِي أَزْوَاجِ أَدْعِيَائِهِمْ إِذَا قَضَوْا مِنْهُنَّ وَطَرًا وَكَانَ أَمْرُ اللَّهُ مَفْعُولاً”- الأحزاب 37
And (remember) when you said to him (Zaid bin Hârithah (may Allah be pleased with him) - the freed-slave of the Prophet (peace be upon him)) on whom Allâh has bestowed Grace (by guiding him to Islâm) and you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him) too) have done favor (by manumitting him): "Keep your wife to yourself, and fear Allâh." But you did hide in yourself (i.e. what Allâh has already made known to you that He will give her to you in marriage) that which Allâh will make manifest, you did fear the people (i.e., their saying that Muhammad (peace be upon him) married the divorced wife of his manumitted slave) whereas Allâh had a better right that you should fear Him. So when Zaid had accomplished his desire from her (i.e. divorced her), We gave her to you in marriage, so that (in future) there may be no difficulty to the believers in respect of (the marriage of) the wives of their adopted sons when the latter have no desire to keep them (i.e. they have divorced them). And Allâh's Command must be fulfilled.

(Surat Al-Ahzab- verse No. 37)

It seems that the majority of Muslims reject this truth and they misinterpret it. However, Koran is clear here and speaks openly. Muhammed was a natural human born by two natural parents; thus, he led a life of instinct and was sinful like us and asked for God’s forgiveness for his sins and vices as for the Messiah, he was born by the spirit of his father and he was the embodied word of God and lived saintly purified since his early age.

** what the Christian preacher stated about the angel’s washing the heart of our messenger Muhammed PBUH is a great testimony for his own right. This means that the messenger became pure from Satan’s acts. As for the Messiah, Allah did not do such a thing with him and this is what can be used as a justification by whoever wishes to argue with the preacher; however, we won’t as our end is to reach the truth or at least get close to it. Hence, let’s ignore this for the time being. Would this make out of him a deity or a son of deity? In fact, there is no relation between this and that. As long as we are referring to Koran for guidance, how can we ignore the above-mentioned of what was said by Almighty God in the preceding paragraphs, 

"قُلْ فَمَنْ يَمْلِكُ مِنَ اللَّهِ شَيْئًا إِنْ أَرَادَ أَنْ يُهْلِكَ الْمَسِيحَ ابْنَ مَرْيَمَ وَأُمَّهُ وَمَنْ فِي الأَرْضِ جَمِيعا"
"Say (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) "Who then has the least power against Allâh, if He were to destroy the Messiah, son of Maryam (Mary), his mother, and all those who are on the earth together?",

مَا الْمَسِيحُ ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ إِلاَّ رَسُولٌ قَدْ خَلَتْ مِنْ قَبْلِهِ الرُّسُلُ وَأُمُّهُ صِدِّيقَةٌ كَانَا يَأْكُلانِ الطَّعَامَ انْظُرْ كَيْفَ نُبَيِّنُ لَهُمُ الآَيَاتِ ثُمَّ انْظُرْ أَنَّى يُؤْفَكُونَ (75)
“The Messiah ('Isâ (Jesus)) son of Maryam (Mary), was no more than a Messenger; many were the Messengers that passed away before him. His mother (Maryam (Mary)) was a Siddiqah (i.e. she believed in the words of Allâh and His Books (see Verse 66:12)). They both used to eat food (as any other human being, while Allâh does not eat). Look how We make the Ayât (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.) clear to them, yet look how they are deluded away (from the truth).”
قُلْ أَتَعْبُدُونَ مِنْ دُونِ اللَّهِ مَا لا يَمْلِكُ لَكُمْ ضَرًّا وَلا نَفْعًا وَاللَّهُ هُوَ السَّمِيعُ الْعَلِيمُ (76)
“Say (O Muhammad (peace be upon him) to mankind): "How do you worship besides Allâh something which has no power either to harm or to benefit you? But it is Allâh Who is the All-Hearer, All-Knower."
إِنْ هُوَ إِلاّ عَبْدٌ أَنْعَمْنَا عَلَيْهِ وَجَعَلْنَاهُ مَثَلاً لِبَنِي إِسْرَائِيلَ (59) 
He ('Isâ (Jesus)) was not more than a slave. We granted Our Favor to him, and We made him an example for the Children of Israel (i.e. his creation without a father)… etc. in addition, Almighty God did not say concerning Eissa like what he said about Muhammed in the following verses:

"وَإِنَّكَ لَعَلى خُلُقٍ عَظِيمٍ (سورة القلم- 4)"
“And verily, you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) are on an exalted standard of character.” (Surat El-Qalam- Verse No. 4)

And in Surat El-Enshrah- Verse No. 4:

" َرَفَعْنَا لَكَ ذِكْرَكَ (4)"
“And have we raised high your fame?”

And in Surat El-Nesaa: 

"مَنْ يُطِعِ الرَّسُولَ فَقَدْ أَطَاعَ اللَّهَ وَمَنْ تَوَلَّى فَمَا أَرْسَلْنَاكَ عَلَيْهِمْ حَفِيظًا (80(
He who obeys the Messenger (Muhammad (peace be upon him)) has indeed obeyed Allâh, but he who turns away, then we have not sent you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) as a watcher over them.

And in Surat El-Hograt :

"يَا أَيُّهَا الَّذِينَ آَمَنُوا لا تَرْفَعُوا أَصْوَاتَكُمْ فَوْقَ صَوْتِ النَّبِيِّ وَلا تَجْهَرُوا لَهُ بِالْقَوْلِ كَجَهْرِ بَعْضِكُمْ لِبَعْضٍ أَنْ تَحْبَطَ أَعْمَالُكُمْ وَأَنْتُمْ لا تَشْعُرُونَ (2) إِنَّ الَّذِينَ يَغُضُّونَ أَصْوَاتَهُمْ عِنْدَ رَسُولِ اللَّهِ أُولَئِكَ الَّذِينَ امْتَحَنَ اللَّهُ قُلُوبَهُمْ لِلتَّقْوَى لَهُمْ مَغْفِرَةٌ وَأَجْرٌ عَظِيمٌ (3)"

“O you who believe! Raise not your voices above the voice of the Prophet (peace be upon him), nor speak aloud to him in talk as you speak aloud to one another, lest your deeds should be rendered fruitless while you perceive not.(2) Verily! those who lower their voices in the presence of Allâh's Messenger (peace be upon him), they are the ones whose hearts Allâh has tested for piety. For them is forgiveness and a great reward.(3)”

And in Surat El-Ahzab:

"يَا أَيُّهَا النَّبِيُّ إِنَّا أَرْسَلْنَاكَ شَاهِدًا وَمُبَشِّرًا وَنَذِيرًا (45) وَدَاعِيًا إِلَى اللَّهِ بِإِذْنِهِ وَسِرَاجًا مُنِيرًا (46)"
O Prophet (Muhammad (peace be upon him)! Verily, We have sent you as witness, and a bearer of glad tidings, and a warner,(45) And as one who invites to Allâh (Islâmic Monotheism, i.e. to worship none but Allâh (Alone)) by His Leave, and as a lamp spreading light (through your instructions from the Qur'ân and the Sunnah - the legal ways of the Prophet (peace be upon him).(46) 

These are cases in point. Similarly, Almighty God did not associate His name with the name of his prophet Eissa as He did with the name of His prophet Muhammed as we read in Surta El-Ahzab: 

"إِنَّ الَّذِينَ يُؤْذُونَ اللَّهَ وَرَسُولَهُ لَعَنَهُمُ اللَّهُ فِي الدُّنْيَا وَالآَخِرَةِ وَأَعَدَّ لَهُمْ عَذَابًا مُهِينًا (57)"
Verily, those who annoy Allâh and His Messenger (peace be upon him) Allâh has cursed them in this world, and in the Hereafter, and has prepared for them a humiliating torment.

And in Surat El-Fath:

"إِنَّا أَرْسَلْنَاكَ شَاهِدًا وَمُبَشِّرًا وَنَذِيرًا (8) لِتُؤْمِنُوا بِاللَّهِ وَرَسُولِهِ وَتُعَزِّرُوهُ وَتُوَقِّرُوهُ وَتُسَبِّحُوهُ بُكْرَةً وَأَصِيلاً (9) إِنَّ الَّذِينَ يُبَايِعُونَكَ إِنَّمَا يُبَايِعُونَ اللَّهَ... (10)"
[8] Verily, We have sent you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) as a witness, as a bearer of glad tidings, and as a warner. [9] In order that you (O mankind) may believe in Allâh and His Messenger (peace be upon him), and that you assist and honor him (peace be upon him), and (that you) glorify (Allâh's) praises morning and afternoon. [10] Verily, those who give Bai'ah (pledge) to you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) they are giving Bai'ah (pledge) to Allâh. The Hand of Allâh is over their hands. Then whosoever breaks his pledge, breaks it only to his own harm; and whosoever fulfills what he has covenanted with Allâh, He will bestow on him a great reward.

And Surat El-Nesaa:

"وَمَنْ يُطِعِ اللَّهَ وَرَسُولَهُ يُدْخِلْهُ جَنَّاتٍ تَجْرِي مِنْ تَحْتِهَا الأَنْهَارُ خَالِدِينَ فِيهَا وَذَلِكَ الْفَوْزُ الْعَظِيمُ (13) وَمَنْ يَعْصِ اللَّهَ وَرَسُولَهُ وَيَتَعَدَّ حُدُودَهُ يُدْخِلْهُ نَارًا خَالِدًا فِيهَا وَلَهُ عَذَابٌ مُهِينٌ (14)"، "مَنْ يُطِعِ الرَّسُولَ فَقَدْ أَطَاعَ اللَّهَ... (80)".

[13] These are the limits (set by) Allâh (or ordainments as regards laws of inheritance), and whosoever obeys Allâh and His Messenger (Muhammad (peace be upon him)) will be admitted to Gardens under which rivers flow (in Paradise), to abide therein, and that will be the great success. [14] And whosoever disobeys Allâh and His Messenger (Muhammad (peace be upon him)) and transgresses His limits, He will cast him into the Fire, to abide therein; and he shall have a disgraceful torment. [80] He who obeys the Messenger (Muhammad (peace be upon him)) has indeed obeyed Allâh, but he who turns away, then we have not sent you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) as a watcher over them.

In addition the saying that Muhammed is a messenger to all mankind, while Eissa was a messenger for only Bani Israel was stated repeatedly in Koran. As for what concerns Muhammed, it came in Surat El-Anbiaa:

"وَمَا أَرْسَلْنَاكَ إِلاّ رَحْمَةً لِلْعَالَمِينَ (107)"
[107] And We have sent you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) not but as a mercy for the 'Alamîn (mankind, jinn and all that exists).
And in Surat Sabaa:

 "وَمَا أَرْسَلْنَاكَ إِلاّ كَافَّةً لِلنَّاسِ بَشِيرًا وَنَذِيرًا وَلَكِنَّ أَكْثَرَ النَّاسِ لا يَعْلَمُونَ (28)"
“And We have not sent you (O Muhammed PBUH) except as a giver of glad tidings and a warner to all mankind , but most of men know not” (28)

And in Surat El-takweer:

"إِنْ هُوَ (أى القرآن) إِلاّ ذِكْرٌ لِلْعَالَمِينَ (27)"
“Verily, this (the Quran) is no less than a Reminder to (all) the ‘Alamin’ (mankind and jinn)” (27)

As for Eissa, we read in Surat Al Emran :

"وَيُعَلِّمُهُ الْكِتَابَ وَالْحِكْمَةَ وَالتَّوْرَاةَ وَالإِنْجِيلَ (48) وَرَسُولاً إِلَى بَنِي إِسْرَائِيلَ... (49)"
“[48] And He (Allâh) will teach him ('Isâ (Jesus)) the Book and Al-Hikmah (i.e. the Sunnah, the faultless speech of the Prophets, wisdom), (and) the Taurât (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel). [49] And will make him ('Isâ (Jesus)) a Messenger to the Children of Israel…”
And in Surat El-Saf:

"وَإِذْ قَالَ عِيسَى ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ يَا بَنِي إِسْرَائِيلَ إِنِّي رَسُولُ اللَّهِ إِلَيْكُمْ مُصَدِّقًا لِمَا بَيْنَ يَدَيَّ مِنَ التَّوْرَاةِ وَمُبَشِّرًا بِرَسُولٍ يَأْتِي مِنْ بَعْدِي اسْمُهُ أَحْمَدُ فَلَمَّا جَاءَهُمْ بِالْبَيِّنَاتِ قَالُوا هَذَا سِحْرٌ مُبِينٌ  (6)”

“[6] And (remember) when 'Iesa (Jesus), son of Maryam (Mary), said: "O Children of Israel! I am the Messenger of Allâh unto you, confirming the Taurât ((Torah) which came) before me, and giving glad tidings of a Messenger to come after me, whose name shall be Ahmed. But when he (Ahmed i.e. Muhammad (peace be upon him)) came to them with clear proofs, they said: "This is plain magic."”

As for Almighty God description of Eissa as a "غلام زكىّ" i.e. righteous boy, it is the same description he applied to describe the boy killed by the good worshipper in the story of Surat El-Kahf as he described him as:

 "نفسٌ زكيّة":”righteous soul”

"فَانْطَلَقَا حَتَّى إِذَا لَقِيَا غُلامًا فَقَتَلَهُ قَالَ أَقَتَلْتَ نَفْسًا زَكِيَّةً بِغَيْرِ نَفْسٍ لَقَدْ جِئْتَ شَيْئًا نُكْرًا (74)"
[74] Then they both proceeded, till they met a boy, he (Khidr) killed him. Mûsa (Moses) said: "Have you killed an innocent person who had killed none? Verily, you have committed a thing "Nukr" (a great Munkar - prohibited, evil, dreadful thing)!"

What is the difference then in what gives the preacher the right in the rhetoric he makes? All children are born righteous and pure, all of them whether they had crippled fingers or they were fools, even these who become later  hardened criminals, murderers, tyrant oppressors, and salacious adulterers, or is there anyone who argues this? Thus, it is said: children are the beloved of God! Regarding why God described Eissa here of being a righteous boy as long as children are born sinless as known, as they are born from their mothers’ wombs and both their souls and hearts are blank pages besides they were at their birth void of will whether this will is good or evil. Hence, evil cannot be attributed to them. The answer to this lies in the saying of the Holy Spirit to Maryam as was stated in the Surat called by her honored name:

"إِنَّمَا أَنَا رَسُولُ رَبِّكِ لأَهَبَ لَكِ غُلامًا زَكِيًّا (19)"
[19] (The angel) said: "I am only a Messenger from your Lord, (to announce) to you the gift of a righteous son."
is the answer to what she had said to him trying to repulse him away from her lest he was a man coming to attack her and rape her against her will which was:

"إِنِّي أَعُوذُ بِالرَّحْمَنِ مِنْكَ إِنْ كُنْتَ تَقِيًّا (18)".
[18] She said: "Verily! I seek refuge with the Most Gracious (Allâh) from you, if you do fear Allâh."
His reply to her was to assure her that he did not come to rape her and hence the son will be begotten by a righteous birth, i.e. she will be blessed by him from right not evil. It is known in order for us to understand this speech we must take into consideration the context in which it was said or else we would mistaken its whole meaning or some or the shades surrounding it. Here is the complete context in which the statement came out of the mouth of the Holy Spirit:

"وَاذْكُرْ فِي الْكِتَابِ مَرْيَمَ إِذِ انْتَبَذَتْ مِنْ أَهْلِهَا مَكَانًا شَرْقِيًّا (16) فَاتَّخَذَتْ مِنْ دُونِهِمْ حِجَابًا فَأَرْسَلْنَا إِلَيْهَا رُوحَنَا فَتَمَثَّلَ لَهَا بَشَرًا سَوِيًّا (17) قَالَتْ إِنِّي أَعُوذُ بِالرَّحْمَنِ مِنْكَ إِنْ كُنْتَ تَقِيًّا (18) قَالَ إِنَّمَا أَنَا رَسُولُ رَبِّكِ لأَهَبَ لَكِ غُلامًا زَكِيًّا (19) قَالَتْ أَنَّى يَكُونُ لِي غُلامٌ وَلَمْ يَمْسَسْنِي بَشَرٌ وَلَمْ أَكُ بَغِيًّا (20) قَالَ كَذَلِكِ قَالَ رَبُّكِ هُوَ عَلَيَّ هَيِّنٌ وَلِنَجْعَلَهُ آَيَةً لِلنَّاسِ وَرَحْمَةً مِنَّا وَكَانَ أَمْرًا مَقْضِيًّا (21)".
[16] And mention in the Book (the Qur'ân, O Muhammad (peace be upon him) the story of) Maryam (Mary), when she withdrew in seclusion from her family to a place facing east. [17] She placed a screen (to screen herself) from them; then We sent to her Our Ruh (angel Jibrîl (Gabriel)) and he appeared before her in the form of a man in all respects. [18] She said: "Verily! I seek refuge with the Most Gracious (Allâh) from you, if you do fear Allâh." [19] (The angel) said: "I am only a Messenger from your Lord, (to announce) to you the gift of a righteous son." [20] She said: "How can I have a son, when no man has touched me, nor am I unchaste?" [21] He said: "So (it will be), your Lord said: 'That is easy for Me (Allâh): And (We wish) to appoint him as a sign to mankind and a mercy from Us (Allâh), and it is a matter (already) decreed, (by Allâh).' "

Let’s notice the angel’s reply to her when she wondered how she would have a son without knowing any man is the same the reply given to Zakaria when he was brought the glad tidings that he would have a son despite his old age and his wife’s sterility when Maryam asked the Holy Spirit saying: 

"أَنَّى يَكُونُ لِي غُلامٌ وَلَمْ يَمْسَسْنِي بَشَرٌ وَلَمْ أَكُ بَغِيًّا"
"How can I have a son, when no man has touched me, nor am I unchaste?"
Then he replied saying:

“قَالَ كَذَلِكِ قَالَ رَبُّكِ هُوَ عَلَيَّ هَيِّنٌ”
“He said: "So (it will be), your Lord said: 'That is easy for Me (Allâh)”

It is the same reply given to Zakaria before in the same Surat :

"يَا زَكَرِيَّا إِنَّا نُبَشِّرُكَ بِغُلامٍ اسْمُهُ يَحْيَى لَمْ نَجْعَلْ لَهُ مِنْ قَبْلُ سَمِيًّا (7) قَالَ رَبِّ أَنَّى يَكُونُ لِي غُلامٌ وَكَانَتِ امْرَأَتِي عَاقِرًا وَقَدْ بَلَغْتُ مِنَ الْكِبَرِ عِتِيًّا (8) قَالَ كَذَلِكَ قَالَ رَبُّكَ هُوَ عَلَيَّ هَيِّنٌ... (9)".
[7] (Allâh said) "O Zakariyyâ (Zachariah)! Verily, We give you the glad tidings of a son, whose name will be Yahyâ (John). We have given that name to none before (him)." [8] He said: "My Lord! How can I have a son, when my wife is barren, and I have reached the extreme old age." [9] He said: "So (it will be). Your Lord says: It is easy for Me. Certainly I have created you before, when you had been nothing!"

And consider both verses 40 ([40] He said: "O my Lord! How can I have a son when I am very old, and my wife is barren?" Allâh said: "Thus Allâh does what He wills.") & 47([47] She said: "O my Lord! How shall I have a son when no man has touched me." He said: "So (it will be) for Allâh creates what He wills. When He has decreed something, He says to it only: "Be!" - and it is.)of Surat Al Emran as they both have the same meaning. This indicates that the birth of the Messiah despite everything does not differ from another one as that of Yahya. Likewise the Koran draws our attention as well in verse No. 59 of Surat Al Emeran ([59] Verily, the likeness of 'Isâ (Jesus) before Allâh is the likeness of Adam. He created him from dust, then (He) said to him: "Be!" - and he was.) i.e. there is no deism in him PBUH in any sense; rather, he is a worshipper of Allah like the rest of worshippers.

Let’s presume, after all this, that he is a righteous son by the sense understood by the Christian preacher, would this mean that the righteous son can never err? I wonder what if we said that such a person is intelligent, respectful or hard worker, would this mean that he is like that in everything whether a trifle or important thing at any time? No, what is meant here is that this is the dominant trait of him and he would not change but as an exception. We have shown that according to what the authors of the Gospels wrote the Messiah PBUH used to lose his temper, curse, and insult and speak to his mother roughly with no respect and he would eat from fields without asking permission from their owners. In addition, he considered cleanliness of hands and mouth before eating as a disgraceful matter confirming that it is better for a man to have his food without washing his hands nor his mouth… etc. however, we Muslims do not believe much in what these authors attribute to him of wrong acts that do not befit messengers of Allah (Prayers Be upon All of Them)! Even if we accept that he was a deity as they said, the reply would be that he was not a righteous deity but an embodied deity in the form of a human being. Hence, he was read to err every now and then in his human character similar to his being subject to hunger, thirst, need for using a toilet, as he used to worry, get sad, angry, troubled  of pain for the same reason! Rather, if we said that the "الزكى" righteous is the one who never commits a sin; in fact, this would not be limited to Eissa PBUH alone, how is that? The answer can be derived from the following text in which the messiah himself and no one else speaks about the righteous blood among mankind in their capacity as a great thing which is not limited to him only. It is found in the 23rd chapter of   the Gospel of Mathew:

23:29  Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye build the sepulchres of the prophets1, and garnish the tombs of the righteous,

23:33  Ye serpents, ye offspring of vipers1, how shall ye escape the judgment of hell? 

23:34  Therefore, behold, I send unto you prophets, and wise men, and scribes1: some of them shall ye kill and crucify; and some of them shall ye scourge in your synagogues2, and persecute from city to city:

23:35that upon you may come all the righteous blood shed on the earth, from the blood of Abel the righteous unto the blood of Zachariah1 son of Barachiah, whom ye slew between the sanctuary and the altar.
This statement appeared repeatedly in the Holy Book or similar statements, like what we read in the 26th chapter of Jeremiah Book which contains a warning made by this prophet to his people against attempting to kill him only for his reporting to them his God’s message concerning the destruction that awaits them due to their disobedience and disbelief describing his blood which they would spill as righteous blood "الدم الزكي" :

“لكِنِ اعْلَمُوا عِلْمًا أَنَّكُمْ إِنْ قَتَلْتُمُونِي، تَجْعَلُونَ دَمًا زَكِيًّا عَلَى أَنْفُسِكُمْ وَعَلَى هذِهِ الْمَدِينَةِ وَعَلَى سُكَّانِهَا، لأَنَّهُ حَقًّا قَدْ أَرْسَلَنِي الرَّبُّ إِلَيْكُمْ لأَتَكَلَّمَ فِي آذَانِكُمْ بِكُلِّ هذَا الْكَلاَمِ(15)".

But mark well: if you put me to death, it is innocent blood you bring on yourselves, on this city and its citizens. For in truth it was the LORD who sent me to you, to speak all these things for you to hear."
Then these words were repeated in the Holy Koran about this person or that being righteous as a very possible matter which has nothing miraculous in its nature. Thus, in Surat El-Shams:

"وَالشَّمْسِ وَضُحَاهَا (1) وَالْقَمَرِ إِذَا تَلاهَا (2) وَالنَّهَارِ إِذَا جَلاّهَا (3) وَاللَّيْلِ إِذَا يَغْشَاهَا (4) وَالسَّمَاءِ وَمَا بَنَاهَا (5) وَالأَرْضِ وَمَا طَحَاهَا (6) وَنَفْسٍ وَمَا سَوَّاهَا (7) فَأَلْهَمَهَا فُجُورَهَا وَتَقْوَاهَا (8) قَدْ أَفْلَحَ مَنْ زَكَّاهَا (9) وَقَدْ خَابَ مَنْ دَسَّاهَا (10)"
[1] By the sun and its brightness. [2] By the moon as it follows it (the sun). [3] By the day as it shows up (the sun's) brightness. [4] By the night as it conceals it (the sun). [5] By the heaven and Him Who built it. [6] By the earth and Him Who spread it. [7] By Nafs (Adam or a person or a soul), and Him Who perfected him in proportion; [8] Then He showed him what is wrong for him and what is right for him. [9] Indeed he succeeds who purifies his own self (i.e. obeys and performs all that Allâh ordered, by following the true Faith of Islâmic Monotheism and by doing righteous good deeds). [10] And indeed he fails who corrupts his own self (i.e. disobeys what Allâh has ordered by rejecting the true Faith of Islâmic Monotheism or by following polytheism or by doing every kind of evil wicked deeds).

And in Sural El-Lail: 

"فَأَنْذَرْتُكُمْ نَارًا تَلَظَّى (14) لا يَصْلاهَا إِلاّ الأَشْقَى (15) الَّذِي كَذَّبَ وَتَوَلَّى (16) وَسَيُجَنَّبُهَا الأَتْقَى (17) الَّذِي يُؤْتِي مَالَهُ يَتَزَكَّى (18) وَمَا لأَحَدٍ عِنْدَهُ مِنْ نِعْمَةٍ تُجْزَى (19) إِلاّ ابْتِغَاءَ وَجْهِ رَبِّهِ الأَعْلَى (20)"
[14] Therefore I have warned you of a blazing Fire (Hell). [15] None shall enter it save the most wretched. [16] Who denies and turns away. [17] And Al-Muttaqûn (the pious and righteous - see V.2:2) will be far removed from it (Hell). [18] He who spends his wealth for increase in self-purification, [19] And who has (in mind) no favor from anyone to be paid back, [20] Except to seek the Countenance of his Lord, the Most High.

Moreover, the Koran mentions that the Prophet PBUH does charity for others, i.e. grants people charity for their souls. Almighty God said in Surat El-Bakra:

"كَمَا أَرْسَلْنَا فِيكُمْ رَسُولاً مِنْكُمْ يَتْلُو عَلَيْكُمْ آَيَاتِنَا وَيُزَكِّيكُمْ وَيُعَلِّمُكُمُ الْكِتَابَ وَالْحِكْمَةَ وَيُعَلِّمُكُمْ مَا لَمْ تَكُونُوا تَعْلَمُونَ” (151(

[151] Similarly (to complete My Blessings on you), We have sent among you a Messenger (Muhammad (peace be upon him)) of your own, reciting to you Our Verses (the Qur'ân) and purifying you, and teaching you the Book (the Qur'ân) and the Hikmah (i.e. Sunnah, Islâmic laws and Fiqh - jurisprudence), and teaching you that which you used not to know.

And in Surat Al Emeran:

"لَقَدْ مَنَّ اللَّهُ عَلَى الْمُؤْمِنِينَ إِذْ بَعَثَ فِيهِمْ رَسُولاً مِنْ أَنْفُسِهِمْ يَتْلُو عَلَيْهِمْ آَيَاتِهِ وَيُزَكِّيهِمْ وَيُعَلِّمُهُمُ الْكِتَابَ وَالْحِكْمَةَ وَإِنْ كَانُوا مِنْ قَبْلُ لَفِي ضَلالٍ مُبِينٍ (164)"
[164] Indeed Allâh conferred a great favor on the believers when He sent among them a Messenger (Muhammad (peace be upon him)) from among themselves, reciting unto them His Verses (the Qur'ân), and purifying them (from sins by their following him), and instructing them (in) the Book (the Qur'ân) and Al-Hikmah (the wisdom and the Sunnah of the Prophet (peace be upon him) (i.e. his legal ways, statements, acts of worship)) while before that they had been in manifest error.

And in Surat El-Gomaah:

"هُوَ الَّذِي بَعَثَ فِي الأُمِّيِّينَ رَسُولاً مِنْهُمْ يَتْلُو عَلَيْهِمْ آَيَاتِهِ وَيُزَكِّيهِمْ وَيُعَلِّمُهُمُ الْكِتَابَ وَالْحِكْمَةَ وَإِنْ كَانُوا مِنْ قَبْلُ لَفِي ضَلالٍ مُبِينٍ (2)"
[2] He it is Who sent among the unlettered ones a Messenger (Muhammad (peace be upon him)) from among themselves, reciting to them His Verses, purifying them (from the filth of disbelief and polytheism), and teaching them the Book (this Qur'ân, Islâmic laws and Islâmic jurisprudence) and Al-Hikmah (As-Sunnah: legal ways, orders, acts of worship of Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him))And verily, they had been before in manifest error;
Then the favour and bless bestowed by Koran upon Eissa PBUH is great. It is the only book which cleared Maryam PBUH from what was rumored by the Jews about her and slandered her reputation by filthy charades and accused her son of madness and magic. However, Koran confronted them and glorified her and her son greatly. Nevertheless, it did not exceed by them despite this the limits of humanity and bondage for God the only one and whoever idolizes them is considered atheist.

The Christian preacher says: there is no difference between the message and conduct of Eissa as he preached what he said and stuck to his preaching without any blame or sin. However, authors of bibles had apparently another opinion as they mentioned for example that he and his disciples passed a field and they headed to it filling their stomachs without taking permission from its owner who was not there. In addition to this, we find him PBUH commending one of them to go to a stable and fetch a horse tied there without permission from its owner in order to mount it when he enters Jerusalem! Moreover, these authors made the first miracle conducted by PBUH of changing water into wine i.e. converting the instinct drink to the devil drink! There is another absolutely unacceptable situation in which they attributed to him his loathe of a Canaanite or Phoenician woman as being absolutely offensive inhuman despise. This woman came to him in order to cure her sick daughter; however, he told her degrading arrogantly and haughtily that the food needed by the children is forbidden for dogs and she said anxiously, apprehensively and invocating humiliation in order to save her daughter that dogs have a share as well from the falling crumbs under the feet. Only then he agreed to cure her daughter for her while this cure would not have cost him anything as it is a heavenly miracle conducted by God through him without any effort! In addition to this his deafening insults for the Jews and his cursing them and his turning over their feasts in the altar and using the scourge in order to get them out of it. This is in addition to his denial of his disciples’ faith in more than one occasion, especially Boutros and his cruelty in his speech with his mother and about her as mentioned above. Then where is his famous saying about loving our enemies and blessing our cursers and turning our left cheeks for whoever slaps us on the right cheek as well as leaving the cloak entirely for whoever wants to usurp it so that we walked the streets completely naked and nude showing off our private places and genitals proudly? It is obvious that there is a great gap between principle and application that refutes the validity of all said by the preacher concerning absolute typicality between the message and behaviour for him PBUH. This talking is not invented by us; rather, they come from the bibles themselves. Our role is limited to making reference to what they include without any interference on our part although we Muslims do not believe in what is said about him PBUH that damages his honoured image.

In the Arabic Gospel of the Infancy of the Savior, we find the little boy Eissa doing some terrible acts that show a cruelty, roughness and brutality that contradicts what the Christian preacher claims about him. It was not Muslims who wrote this gospel; rather, it was scribed by some Christians who wanted to glorify PBUH and assert that he is a deity. An example is when a Sabbath fanatic Jewish boy hit by his hand the small water pond  made by the hand of Eissa (Jesus) himself in this holy day for the Jews in order to play at it and made some clay figures around them as children would do, Jesus dried up this boy and made him die as a punishment for his kicking by his foot the small pond and drying up its water. Despite the fact that the error made by this Jewish boy is not a fatal one; rather, it a good deed according to the believing in Judaism and Eissa (Jesus) according to what came out of his mouth did not come to contradict this religion; instead he was sent to complete it. Then what to say about this? How can we claim that he PBUH set an example of placidity, tolerance, kindness of heart and compassion for the weak of mankind? Suppose that this was an erroneous act on the part of the Jewish boy? Would this be the punishment for such trivial mistake, if it were correct to call it a mistake in the first place? Another example relates that a child bumped into him accidentally on the road while he was running and caused him (Jesus) to fall down. Jesus cursed him to fall down as he caused him to fall and he would never get up of his fall again. And it was as the boy fell dead at once! How tolerant, patient and merciful he was! I wonder if we should justify this by saying that he was not then a mature grown-up deity with experience that would enable him to understand and become tolerant. However, do gods grew up and become mature meanwhile they lack experience like us and take their decisions nervously, cruelly and exasperatingly like our boy deity? How a weak deism! These are the two stories of which I read in the English and French translations of this Gospel:    

A- "46. Again, on another day, the Lord Jesus was with the boys at a stream of water, and they had again made little fish-ponds. And the Lord Jesus had made twelve sparrows, and had arranged them round His fish-pond, three on each side. And it was the Sabbath-day. Wherefore a Jew, the son of Hanan, coming up, and seeing them thus engaged, said in anger and great indignation: Do you make figures of clay on the Sabbath-day? And he ran quickly, and destroyed their fish-ponds. But when the Lord Jesus clapped His hands over the sparrows which He had made, they flew away chirping. Then the son of Hanan came up to the fish-pond of Jesus also, and kicked it with his shoes, and the water of it vanished away. And the Lord Jesus said to him: As that water has vanished away, so thy life shall likewise vanish away. And immediately that boy dried up. 47. At another time, when the Lord Jesus was returning home with Joseph in the evening. He met a boy, who ran up against Him with so much force that He fell. And the Lord Jesus said to him: As thou hast thrown me down, so thou shall fall and not rise again. And the same hour the boy fell down, and expired".

B- " XLVI. - Un autre jour, le Seigneur Jésus se trouvait encore avec des enfants sur le bord de l'eau, et ils avaient détourné l'eau de ce ruisseau par des fossés, se construisant de petites piscines; et le Seigneur Jésus avait fait douze moineaux, et les avait arrangés, trois de chaque côté, autour de sa piscine. Or, c'était un jour de sabbat; et le fils du Juif Hanani, s'approchant et les voyant agir de la sorte: Est-ce ainsi, dit-il, qu'un jour de sabbat vous faites des figures de terre? Et accourant promptement, il détruisait leurs piscines. Mais lorsque le Seigneur Jésus eut frappé des mains sur les moineaux qu'il avait faits, ils s'envolaient en criant. Ensuite le fils d'Hanani s'approchant aussi de la piscine de Jésus pour la détruire, son eau s'évanouit, et le Seigneur Jésus lui dit: Comme cette eau s'est évanouie, de même votre vie s'évanouira; et sur-le-champ cet enfant se dessécha. XLVII. - Dans un autre temps, comme le Seigneur Jésus retournait le soir à la maison avec Joseph, il fut rencontré par un enfant qui, courant rapidement, le heurta et le fit tomber. Le Seigneur Jésus lui dit: Comme vous m'avez poussé, de même vous tomberez, et ne vous relèverez pas; et, à la même heure, l'enfant tomba et expira".

Moreover, when he got informed of the murdering of his teacher and baptizer, Yehia PBUH, we find him, as scribers of gospels mention as well, heading to the wilderness with his disciples uncaringly as they spent there sometime eating and drinking light-heartedly not shedding a tear as if nothing happened! Above all, the devil got so gluttonous in tempting him, so he led him here and there and kept moving him from the top of the mountain to the middle of the wilderness to the top of the temple demanding him to perform so and so of such strange demands contradictory to faith which the Christians call a trial of the devil for him! How by God would Satan be that gluttonous for him? I wonder if the father of devils got so aged that he no more could discern visuals and he no longer could see that he was dealing with God Himself not with a human being! How that God did not warn him and say to him: O fellow, retain a grain of salt in your face (i.e. have or show some good manners, this is a shameful behaviour and is not becoming of you to act like this”? Then He would slap him (Satan) on the face causing his eyes to glow flamingly exploding out of anger. Only then he (Satan) would know God indeed and would never repeat this again. Rather, how he (God) obeyed the father of devils and followed him wherever he took him and wherever he led him? Rather, how did PBUH assert that he did not come to contradict the faith? Then he would attack the religion immediately scribing this legislation or that of these legislations brought by Moses? All this is known for who read the gospels. It was not we Muslims who said this; rather, it was the scribers of the New Testament. Before all this, he, PBUH contradicted greatly the basis of his religion, its essence and the axis upon which it revolves when his enemies placed him on the cross according to what was stated in the Gospels not what we Muslims believe in as the Christians believe that he (PBUH) had come to salvage all mankind (all mankind not merely children of Israel about whom he repeatedly mentioned that he had come only for them and in order to teach them neither to repent their sins nor anything at all of the sort). However, we find him panicking and filled with worry and sorrow; furthermore, on the cross he screamed and shrieked asking for help but there is no help indicating that he forgot his mission for which he had been sent to the Earth or at least he could not rise to its standard. This means that his behaviour did not conform to what he preached. If we should add to this what Christians said about his deism, we would know that the catastrophe is more devastating and worse. As this means that this god is too weak to avoid such error while he was the one who created among all that he created error and he could have avoided committing this error. This is in addition to being so feeble that he could not tolerate torture and pain while he was the one who created among all that he created torture and pain. He would have saved himself of feeling this torture and pain. If gods would err, feel pain and torture at the hands of whom? The hands of criminals of their creatures! How I wonder?! By the way, there were people among the ancestors of Muslims and their successors who confronted this kind of torture and tolerated it and were their victims without making a big fuss about it like this from their fellows and beloved!
By the way as well we would not have liked to draw such a comparison, we think that the holy messenger would not be pleased by such talk, if …. Yes, if some Christians challenge Muslims by such comparison! We find for example this book, at hand here, published in the different Christian websites. In addition, some shredded priests provoke us in their websites messages to answer him and the like with the impertinent recklessness in obscenity of the holy messenger person. If the scribers of this book (this is a true testimony) are too careful not to descend to this rotten abyss, and this is what we feel grateful for them and its effect appears in our reply to them as the readers must have noticed. Therefore, we have to answer such provocations and challenges every now and then so that the readers, who are not completely aware of all aspects, do not think that it is a difficult challenge while they themselves see that there is no kind of difficulty despite the embarrassment I felt for what pain I unintentionally caused some Christian friends who correspond with us and with whom we share mutual kindness because this talk may have a bad effect on them no matter how broad their hearts and minds are. However, we depend on, despite this, their good judgment for the attack against the master of messengers, the prophet (PBUH) has become occupying the minds of each jobless bastard especially the shredded priest who floods me every while with varieties of books challenging me to respond to all of them. Whenever I refute some of what he sends of absurdities and obscurities and did not leave him a text linked to another over tens of pages in an unequivocal crucial logic, he would simply say without bothering himself to answer anything of what we have written: let’s leave this and move to another, or that what I have written does not convince me like this, very briefly in only a few words, and that was the end of that, …. And nothing could be done about it.
We would like these friends to forgive us and do not think that we are fond of hurting them; rather, we only wish to answer some of these challenges we have pointed out, only some that we feel would compensate for the rest and not all. Otherwise, we will not finish writing and talking and we will not be able despite this to cover not even one of thousand of what provocations that are raised. In addition, the other party does not bother himself to answer what we say and if he does, he would resort to lying, defamation, manipulation of stories. He does not interpret in detail  as we do so that we leave no gaps in the subject without covering them; hence, they do not remain wide open like the blistered buttock of the priest! My greetings to you, priest!
Among what the Christian preacher attempts to apply when distinguishing between the Messiah and his fellow prophet is his saying: “The Koran witness that all prophets and messengers have certain sins. It mentions the errors of some except the Messiah as he had always been innocent and chaste.”

We would have wished that he mentions the sins which he claimed the Koran recorded for all prophets. However, he did not do it and the reason why he did not is because he does not say the truth. We do not mean to say here that this happened as lying and falsity on his part. Rather, we say that he did it out of forgetfulness or confusion between the Koran and the Bible which attributes to them such catastrophes of the heavy stuff that cannot be tolerated as if the messengers and prophets are a gang of bully criminals. Therefore, some of them are murderers, adulterers, drunkards, swindlers, incestuous, sharing idolatry, and among them are those preparing for and bless it for whoever wishes to practice it of their wives, and among them are those who compose voluptuous courting love obscene profligate poetry and among them are those who blaspheme against God, and so on… except for the Holy Koran which did not mention anything except about Moses when he unintentionally killed the Egyptian and immediately repented from God and Almighty God forgave him. Otherwise what he said against Zee El-Noun when he got fed up with his folk and was despondent of their reform so, he left them and went away. The result was that the whale swallowed him when he remained in its tummy suffering severe distress and anguish till God bestowed his mercy over him. This or that is not deemed as a sin as the murdering of the Egyptian was not meant but was committed erroneously and Moses remedied the whole situation at once and repented to God from the bottom of his heart regretting quivering seeking the protection of God against stoned Satan and intending to be more alert in the times to come and never to be an advocate of atheists. God was good to him as he believed so He (God) forgave him because Almighty God knew that he was not to be blamed. Moreover, Zee El-Noun committed neither a sin nor an error. All he did was that he left his folk in despondency of reforming them after he experienced the worst at their hands while he invited them to his religion in vain. He should not have departed from them except after God allowed him to do so. This is all there is. There is no sin because prophets and messengers are the elite of God’s creation whom Almighty God chose them from among mankind. Thus, it does not make sense that they would be of this degraded criminal behaviour; otherwise, you may consider prophecy as obsolete. This absolutely logical because if prophets are not distinguished from others of people and were susceptible to fall in crimes and sins (not negligible errors which mankind can never escape entirely), then there is no need nor there is no sense of what is called prophethood and each prophet may go freely to take care of his own business, crying to the moon! Hence, the Koran’s neglect of mentioning  the errors of Eissa does not mean that he was the only one among his fellow messengers concerning this; rather, this is the attitude of Koran towards all of them in general.
We return as we promised to our preacher words about the prophet Mohamed PBUH : when Mohammed was a lad, two angels came to him and purified his heart. About this the Koran says:
أَلَمْ نَشْرَحْ لَكَ صَدْرَكَ وَوَضَعْنَا عَنْكَ وِزْرَكَ الَّذِي أَنْقَضَ ظَهْرَكَ”- سورة الانشراح 1- 3
Have We not opened your breast for you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)). And removed from you your burden. Which weighed down your back? (Surat El-Enshrah 1-3)

Since then, he acquired the honored title AlMustafa as he was not pure and purged in himself; rather the two angels removed the burden from his heart to purge it. Mohammed PBUH required a surgical operation on the heart in order to purify and purge his soul before he became a prophet and messenger of Allah. Muhammed himself admitted this three times in the Holy Koran that he should have repented to God: 

“فَاصْبِرْ إِنَّ وَعْدَ اللَّهِ حَقٌّ وَاسْتَغْفِرْ لِذَنْبِكَ وَسَبِّحْ بِحَمْدِ رَبِّكَ بِالْعَشِيِّ وَالإِبْكَار”- غافر 55.
So be patient (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) Verily, the Promise of Allâh is true, and ask forgiveness for your fault and glorify the praises of your Lord in the 'Ashi (i.e. the time period after the midnoon till sunset) and in the Ibkâr (i.e. the time period from early morning or sunrise till before midnoon) (it is said that, that means the five compulsory congregational Salât (prayers) or the 'Asr and Fajr prayers).
(Surat Ghafer – Verse No. 55)

“فَاعْلَمْ أَنَّهُ لاَ إِلَهَ إِلاَّ اللَّهُ وَاسْتَغْفِرْ لِذَنْبِكَ وَلِلْمُؤْمِنِينَ وَالْمُؤْمِنَاتِ واللَّهُ يَعْلَمُ مُتَقَلَّبَكُمْ وَمَثْوَاكُمْ”- محمد 19
So know (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) that, Lâ ilâha ill-Allâh (none has the right to be worshipped but Allâh), and ask forgiveness for your sin, and also for (the sin of) believing men and believing women. And Allâh knows well your moving about, and your place of rest (in your homes).

(Surat Muhammed- Verse No. 19)

“وَإِذْ تَقُولُ لِلَّذِي أَنْعَمَ اللَّهُ عَلَيْهِ وَأَنْعَمْتَ عَلَيْهِ أَمْسِكْ عَلَيْكَ زَوْجَكَ وَاتَّقِ اللَّهَ وَتُخْفِي فِي نَفْسِكَ مَا اللَّهُ مُبْدِيهِ وَتَخْشَى النَّاسَ وَاللَّهُ أَحَقُّ أَنْ تَخْشَاهُ فَلَمَّا قَضَى زَيْدٌ مِنْهَا وَطَرًا زَوَّجْنَاكَهَا لِكَيْ لاَ يَكُونَ عَلَى الْمُؤْمِنِينَ حَرَجٌ فِي أَزْوَاجِ أَدْعِيَائِهِمْ إِذَا قَضَوْا مِنْهُنَّ وَطَرًا وَكَانَ أَمْرُ اللَّهُ مَفْعُولاً”- الأحزاب 37
And (remember) when you said to him (Zaid bin Hârithah (may Allah be pleased with him) - the freed-slave of the Prophet (peace be upon him)) on whom Allâh has bestowed Grace (by guiding him to Islâm) and you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him) too) have done favor (by manumitting him): "Keep your wife to yourself, and fear Allâh." But you did hide in yourself (i.e. what Allâh has already made known to you that He will give her to you in marriage) that which Allâh will make manifest, you did fear the people (i.e., their saying that Muhammad (peace be upon him) married the divorced wife of his manumitted slave) whereas Allâh had a better right that you should fear Him. So when Zaid had accomplished his desire from her (i.e. divorced her), We gave her to you in marriage, so that (in future) there may be no difficulty to the believers in respect of (the marriage of) the wives of their adopted sons when the latter have no desire to keep them (i.e. they have divorced them). And Allâh's Command must be fulfilled.

(Surat Al-Ahzab- verse No. 37)
It seems that the majority of Muslims refuses this truth and interprets it as they like. However, Koran here is clear and speaks frankly. Mohamed was a natural human being born by two natural parents. Therefore, he led a life of instinct and he erred like us and repented to God for his wrongdoings and sins. As for the Christ he was born from the spirit of God and he was the embodied word of God and lived glorified and purged since his early childhood.”

We start with the preacher’s interpretation of the Almighty God saying:

نَشْرَحْ لَكَ صَدْرَكَ وَوَضَعْنَا عَنْكَ وِزْرَكَ الَّذِي أَنْقَضَ ظَهْرَكَ”- سورة الانشراح 1- 3
Have We not opened your breast for you (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)). And removed from you your burden. Which weighed down your back? (Surat El-Enshrah 1-3)

 Which he interpreted it to mean that the two angels came to him when he was a little boy cared for at the house of Halima El-Saadia according to what some writers of the Prophetic Traditions and they (the angels) extracted his heart, washed it, purified it and returned it to its first place. The truth is that if it was so, this would mean that Mohammed was purified before he committed any error. This in turn indicates that the messenger PBUH had a better luck than his brother Eissa who remained not baptized (i.e. he kept living in sin) till he exceeded thirty according to what is stated by scribers of gospels. That is baptism in Christianity means the purgation of the baptized of sins and helping him to repent. This is quite clear according to the following passage which we copied from the beginning of the third book of the Gospel of Mathew:

3:1In those days, John the Baptizer came, preaching in the wilderness of Judea, saying, 3:2"Repent, for the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand!" 3:3For this is he who was spoken of by Isaiah the prophet, saying, 

 "The voice of one crying in the wilderness,
      Make ready the way of the Lord,
      Make his paths straight." 

3:4Now John himself wore clothing made of camel's hair, with a leather belt around his waist. His food was locusts and wild honey. 3:5Then people from Jerusalem, all of Judea, and all the region around the Jordan went out to him. 3:6They were baptized by him in the Jordan, confessing their sins. 3:7But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees coming for his baptism, he said to them, "You offspring of vipers, who warned you to flee from the wrath to come? 3:8Therefore bring forth fruit worthy of repentance! 3:9Don't think to yourselves, 'We have Abraham for our father,' for I tell you that God is able to raise up children to Abraham from these stones. 

3:10"Even now the axe lies at the root of the trees. Therefore, every tree that doesn't bring forth good fruit is cut down, and cast into the fire. 3:11I indeed baptize you in water for repentance, but he who comes after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you in the Holy Spirit.* 3:12His winnowing fork is in his hand, and he will thoroughly cleanse his threshing floor. He will gather his wheat into the barn, but the chaff he will burn up with unquenchable fire." 

3:13Then Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to John, to be baptized by him. 3:14But John would have hindered him, saying, "I need to be baptized by you, and you come to me?" 

3:15But Jesus, answering, said to him, "Allow it now, for this is the fitting way for us to fulfill all righteousness." Then he allowed him. 3:16Jesus, when he was baptized, went up directly from the water: and behold, the heavens were opened to him. He saw the Spirit of God descending as a dove, and coming on him. 3:17Behold, a voice out of the heavens said, "This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased." 

I would like to notice together how the heaven did not acknowledge the filiation of Jesus to God according to the belief of Christians except after baptizing i.e. after he was purged and repented. As for before that happened it was not recognized. In addition, when purgation of sins occurred, the devil came to test him and it was proven through his disobedience to this evil that baptism was effective. However, this did not forbid him from being disinterested later of arresting Yehia, his master and baptizer, his imprisonment and murder as he went to the wilderness with his disciples after the beheading of Yehia BPUH  eating and drinking without shedding a tear for him or saying about him a word indicating that he was of interest fro them and as if Yehia was not terribly slaughtered nearby them. Moreover his baptism PBUH did not stop him, for example, to explain that he did not come to destroy the faith or law (which he confirmed that he would obliterate a single letter of it or even a dot on a letter of it till the heavens and earths are pass away i.e.  till the day of judgment). However, he destroyed at once a number of its rulings and he nullified them as recorded in the fifth book of the Gospel of Mathew contradicting by this himself in a way that cannot be interpreted in any manner and condemning himself in such an unforgivable way according to his own words as he said: 
إن من ينقض أحد أحكام ذلك الناموس يكون أصغر فرد فى ملكوت السماوات
19Whoever, therefore, shall break one of these least commandments, and teach others to do so, shall be called least in the Kingdom of Heaven;

I didn't come to destroy, but to fulfill. 5:18For most assuredly, I tell you, until heaven and earth pass away, not even one smallest letter or one tiny pen stroke shall in any way pass away from the law, until all things are accomplished. 5:19Whoever, therefore, shall break one of these least commandments, and teach others to do so, shall be called least in the Kingdom of Heaven; but whoever shall do and teach them shall be called great in the Kingdom of Heaven. 5:20For I tell you that unless your righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, there is no way you will enter into the Kingdom of Heaven. 

And this is a sin and what a sin! In addition, he PBUH at the same time when he confirmed to his disciples that they should to love their enemies and bless their offenders and not to love only those who love them, we see him after that in the same speech turn to them and to those following him of the crowds accusing them of having little faith (Gospel of Mathew   6/31 & 8/26)
6:31"Therefore don't be anxious, saying, 'What will we eat?', 'What will we drink?' or, 'With what will we be clothed?' 6:32For the Gentiles seek after all these things, for your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things. 6:33But seek first God's Kingdom, and his righteousness; and all these things will be given to you as well. 6:34Therefore don't be anxious for tomorrow, for tomorrow will be anxious for itself. Each day's own evil is sufficient. 

8:26He said to them, "Why are you fearful, oh you of little faith?" Then he got up, rebuked the wind and the sea, and there was a great calm. 

calling each of them “O, hypocrite”:
7:5You hypocrite! First remove the beam out of your own eye, and then you can see clearly to remove the speck out of your brother's eye. 

And describing them as evil. (7/11)

“7:11If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father who is in heaven give good things to those who ask him!”

This and the like and worse than it was repeated by him in different places of gospels as we all know. Then he was praying once when one of his disciples asked him to teach them how to pray  and he taught them how to pray as follows according to what is stated in the eleventh book of the Gospel of Luke:
: "1وَإِذْ كَانَ يُصَلِّي فِي مَوْضِعٍ، لَمَّا فَرَغَ، قَالَ وَاحِدٌ مِنْ تَلاَمِيذِهِ: «يَارَبُّ، عَلِّمْنَا أَنْ نُصَلِّيَ كَمَا عَلَّمَ يُوحَنَّا أَيْضًا تَلاَمِيذَهُ». 2فَقَالَ لَهُمْ:«مَتَى صَلَّيْتُمْ فَقُولُوا: أَبَانَا الَّذِي فِي السَّمَاوَاتِ، لِيَتَقَدَّسِ اسْمُكَ، لِيَأْتِ مَلَكُوتُكَ، لِتَكُنْ مَشِيئَتُكَ كَمَا فِي السَّمَاءِ كَذلِكَ عَلَى الأَرْضِ. 3خُبْزَنَا كَفَافَنَا أَعْطِنَا كُلَّ يَوْمٍ، 4وَاغْفِرْ لَنَا خَطَايَانَا لأَنَّنَا نَحْنُ أَيْضًا نَغْفِرُ لِكُلِّ مَنْ يُذْنِبُ إِلَيْنَا، وَلاَ تُدْخِلْنَا فِي تَجْرِبَةٍ لكِنْ نَجِّنَا مِنَ الشِّرِّيرِ»"  

1 And it came to pass, that, as he was praying in a certain place, when he ceased, one of his disciples said unto him, Lord, teach us to pray, as John also taught his disciples. 2 And he said unto them, When ye pray, say, 

Our Father which art in heaven, 
Hallowed be thy name. 
Thy kingdom come. 
Thy will be done, as in heaven, so in earth. 
3 Give us day by day our daily bread. 
4 And forgive us our sins; for we also forgive every one that is indebted to us. 
And lead us not into temptation; but deliver us from evil. 
What does then his command to them to say like him “ and forgive for us our sins” mean? It means that he asked God to forgive for himself his sins. On the whole, the Messiah PBUH was decisive when he asserted:

"11اَلْحَقَّ أَقُولُ لَكُمْ: لَمْ يَقُمْ بَيْنَ الْمَوْلُودِينَ مِنَ النِّسَاءِ أَعْظَمُ مِنْ يُوحَنَّا الْمَعْمَدَانِ" (متى/ 11)
11:11Most assuredly I tell you, among those who are born of women there has not arisen anyone greater than John the Baptizer; yet he who is least in the Kingdom of Heaven is greater than he
i.e Yehia according to his own judgment was better than him. Isn’t Jesus one of those begotten by women? Furthermore, he PBUH settled the matter when he was asked by a ruler:
18سَأَلَهُ رَئِيسٌ قِائِلاً:«أَيُّهَا الْمُعَلِّمُ الصَّالِحُ، مَاذَا أَعْمَلُ لأَرِثَ الْحَيَاةَ الأَبَدِيَّةَ؟» 19فَقَالَ لَهُ يَسُوعُ:«لِمَاذَا تَدْعُونِي صَالِحًا؟ لَيْسَ أَحَدٌ صَالِحًا إِلاَّ وَاحِدٌ وَهُوَ اللهُ" (لوقا/ 18).

18 And a certain ruler asked him, saying, Good Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life? 19 And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? none is good, save one, that is, God.

Now what are the wrongdoings committed by Mohammed PBUH in the opinion of our own revered preacher? Let’s leave him say what he wants to say freely:

Mohamed personally admitted three times in the Holy Koran that he should have asked For God’s forgiveness

“فَاصْبِرْ إِنَّ وَعْدَ اللَّهِ حَقٌّ وَاسْتَغْفِرْ لِذَنْبِكَ وَسَبِّحْ بِحَمْدِ رَبِّكَ بِالْعَشِيِّ وَالإِبْكَار”- غافر 55.
So be patient (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) Verily, the Promise of Allâh is true, and ask forgiveness for your fault and glorify the praises of your Lord in the 'Ashi (i.e. the time period after the midnoon till sunset) and in the Ibkâr (i.e. the time period from early morning or sunrise till before midnoon) (it is said that, that means the five compulsory congregational Salât (prayers) or the 'Asr and Fajr prayers).
(Surat Ghafer – Verse No. 55)

“فَاعْلَمْ أَنَّهُ لاَ إِلَهَ إِلاَّ اللَّهُ وَاسْتَغْفِرْ لِذَنْبِكَ وَلِلْمُؤْمِنِينَ وَالْمُؤْمِنَاتِ واللَّهُ يَعْلَمُ مُتَقَلَّبَكُمْ وَمَثْوَاكُمْ”- محمد 19
So know (O Muhammad (peace be upon him)) that, Lâ ilâha ill-Allâh (none has the right to be worshipped but Allâh), and ask forgiveness for your sin, and also for (the sin of) believing men and believing women. And Allâh knows well your moving about, and your place of rest (in your homes).

(Surat Muhammed- Verse No. 19)

It seems that the majority of Muslims refuses this fact and interprets it according to their own whims. This what the preacher said. Now we present to the respected reader our comment on what he said:
Firstly, Mohammed PBUH did not confess of anything in the Holy Koran. These were the words of Allah not the words of the messenger. Secondly, I wonder what are these wrongdoings which the preacher attributed in particular to the Messenger of Allah? In fact, there is no such thing at all for the messenger committed adultery nor did he shed blood of a soul, nor did he lie to anyone, nor envy him, nor did he stir a conspiracy for anyone of mankind, nor was he lenient in reporting the message he was delegated to perform, nor did he diverge away from it, nor did he accept idolatry of disbelievers, nor did he drink alcohol, nor did he steal, nor did he oppress people nor did he frighten them nor was he unjust with their rights nor did he do anything of what scribers of gospel had attributed to any prophet or more as know everyone who read this book. Otherwise, would this Christian preacher lead us to any source saying that the messenger had committed any of these things! Actually, there is nothing of this not in Koran nor in the prophetic traditions, or in the books of biography and history denoting this.

A man asking forgiveness from his God is evidence of his strong belief in him and real piety of Him and great hope in Almighty God. It is not necessary that he should have committed any wrongdoing; rather, it is possible that he may have tried and formed an opinion concerning a certain matter and the heaven did not agree with him on this way of thinking like what happened in the case of Mohammed PBUH when a Muslim came to him when he was talking calmly to some oppressive atheists which he hoped that they will be better listeners; hence, they would be guided to the right path away from the influence of the crowds and voices of fanaticism. A kind of discomfort appeared on the face of the messenger PBUH thinking that this person would spoil the meeting with these atheists which he aspired to. Thus, the Koranic verses were revealed reproaching him PBUH. If you wish to consider what some interpreters said that the words in the verses were addressed to him, it is up to you. This is all that can be said about the wrongdoing that was committed by the messenger PBUH that he should have asked forgiveness from God because the right doings of the chaste are the wrong doings of the close ones as it goes without saying. It is as we see such a negligent matter. However, the messenger ascends in another horizon unequalled in elevation and loftiness; hence, he should have asked for forgiveness provided we accept this interpretation and the reproof was not addressed to any of the present atheists at the time, not to him PBUH as some other thinkers believe.
As for the issue of Zienab and the marriage of the messenger PBUH of her, het assume that the worst had happened, that is, he PBUH saw her and fell for her and loved her, what happened afterwards? What happened is that he PBUH suppressed his crush and did not respond to the offer suggested by her husband Zied to divorce her so that the messenger got married to her, what is wrong here? Would the messenger PBUH be blamed for something he had no responsibility for? Hearts are among two fingers of the Most benevolent and do not lie in the domain of their holders and are not subject to their control. Hence, he is not to be blamed for what he felt in the domain of feelings and passions. It is important that he would not respond to whims and not to commit the forbidden or at least: in what is not becoming of the messenger. Thus, did the messenger PBUH commit anything of the sort? No, no and no, what is the problem the? And this if the matter was as assumed by some of who believe they can insult him and I have pretended to agree with them in what they presumed.
However, the true story is completely different from this. The relationship between Zied and his wife was dominated by tension from the beginning because she felt that she belonged to the most powerful Arab tribe which is Qorysh whereas Zied belonged to the unheard of Bani Kelieb tribe. In addition to this he experienced slavery at some stages of his life. Zied used to tell the prophet PBUH that he found no sense in going on with this marriage, but the prophet tried to make him change his mind. However, the heaven wished him (the prophet PBUH) to marry Zienab after Zied divorced her so as to eliminate this odd tradition which entailed that the adopted son have the same rights of a natural son and what would result to his statue of legislative and social conditions. This is what the prophet feared lest he would be condemned by criticizers and betrayed by gossipers. Hence, the verse of Surat El-Ahzab concerning this issue was revealed in which he was blamed for fearing people while he should fear God. The verse goes on:
…”فَلَمَّا قَضَى زَيْدٌ مِنْهَا وَطَرًا زَوَّجْنَاكَهَا لِكَيْ لاَ يَكُونَ عَلَى الْمُؤْمِنِينَ حَرَجٌ فِي أَزْوَاجِ أَدْعِيَائِهِمْ إِذَا قَضَوْا مِنْهُنَّ وَطَرًا”…
(So when Zaid had accomplished his desire from her (i.e. he married her and had his desire of her, then he divorced her), We gave her to you in marriage, so that (in future) there may be no difficulty to the believers in respect of (the marriage of) the wives of their adopted sons when the latter have no desire to keep them (i.e. they have divorced them).

It is clear from the verse that there is no relation between what it states and what frauds say against the prophet PBUH which cannot damage his integrity despite what it says; rather, he should be honoured for being able to suppress and hide his feelings and not allowing them to show despite what Zied offered concerning divorcing Zienab so that the prophet may marry her. We conclude from all of this that the maximum that we could imagine to happen by the prophet PBUH and which necessitated asking for forgiveness from God is his attitude towards Ibn Oum Maktoum when he frowned and turned his face away from him hoping that the latter may leave and come back some other time when there are not this crowd of atheists whom he aspired to get their attention and faith in him. On the other hand, Ibn Oum Maktoum could come to him at any time to ask him about what he wishes. As for these atheists he had rarely the present chance. This is definitely less to a great extent than what we mentioned concerning the Messiah PBUH.
5- The revelation for Mohammed and the Messiah:

Mohammed received the revelation through the angel Gabriel, the honest spirit. It was stated in the proper Hadith that if the revelation visited him, he would lose consciousness and in a narration: he would look like a drunkard i.e. closer to the state of an unconscious person due to his great change from his regular state till his form appears like a drunken person. Muslim scientists said that he was taken away from the world. It is narrated about Abi Horeyra : when Muhammed is visited by revelation, would shudder. In another narration: he would be distressed and his face features would change and he may close his eyes, and he may have slept like a virgin. It is narrated about Omar Bin El-Khattab: if he was visited by revelation, a sound like the sound of bees would be heard at his face. Mohammed was asked: How are you visited by the revelation? He said: some times it would visit me like bell’s jingle and it would be hard for me, he would leave me after I have learnt what he said. Scientists agreed that Muhammed would feel load when visited by the revelation, his forehead would be stemmed with sweat in the cold weather like pearls, and he may sleep deeply like a virgin, with his reddened eyes. It is related about Zied Ibn Thabet: when the revelation visits Mohammed, he would feel heavy for this. He said: once his thigh fell on mine, by God, I never found anything heavier than the thigh of Muhammed. And he may receive the revelation while he was riding on his camel, he would shiver till it is thought that its arm is splitting and it may knelt down. God never talked to Mohammed personally but He revealed to him through the angel Gabriel, so God was away from him even during the revelation. God never sent the angel Gabriel to the messiah and the Messiah never received a revelation though a third person for he was himself the embodied word of God according to Surat Mariam Verse 19: 
“أَنَا رَسُولُ رَبِّكِ لأَهَبَ لَكِ غُلاَمًا زَكِيًّا”- سورة مريم 19
(The angel) said: "I am only a Messenger from your Lord, (to announce) to you the gift of a righteous son."
The eternal word of God, a spirit of Him stemmed for God himself knowing His wish. If someone wishes to examine deeper the will of God, he should study the biography of the Messiah because he is the word of the mighty embodied God. The Koran itself tells us that God Himself taught the Messiah before his embodiment the Book, wisdom, Taurat and Bible:
"وَيُعَلِّمُهُ الْكِتَابَ وَالْحِكْمَةَ وَالتَّوْرَاةَ وَالإِنْجِيل"  آل عمران
“[48] And He (Allâh) will teach him ('Isâ (Jesus)) the Book and Al-Hikmah (i.e. the Sunnah, the faultless speech of the Prophets, wisdom), (and) the Taurât (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel).” Al Emeran 
Therefore, he did not talk except saying the words of Allah. He used to speak according to Koran by revelation immediately after his birth soothing and guiding his mother:
فَنَادَاهَا مِنْ تَحْتِهَا أَلاَّ تَحْزَنِي قَدْ جَعَلَ رَبُّكِ تَحْتَكِ سَرِيًّا وَهُزِّي إِلَيْكِ بِجِذْعِ النَّخْلَةِ تُسَاقِطْ عَلَيْكِ رُطَبًا جَنِيًّا فَكُلِي وَاشْرَبِي وَقَرِّي عَيْنًا فَإِمَّا تَرَيِنَّ مِنَ الْبَشَرِ أَحَدًا فَقُولِي إِنِّي نَذَرْتُ لِلرَّحْمَانِ صَوْمًا فَلَنْ أُكَلِّمَ الْيَوْمَ إِنْسِيًّا- سورة مريم 24- 26
“ (24) then (the babe Isa (Jesus) or Jibril (Gabriel) cried unto her from below her, saying: “Grieve not: your Lord has provided a water stream under you.(25) And shake the trunk of date-palm  towards you, it will let fall fresh ripe- dates upon you. (26) So eat and drink and be glad. And if you see any human being, say: ‘Verily! I have vowed a fast unto the Most Gracious (Allah) so I shall not speak to any human being this day”
The Messiah talked according to Koran by the word of God when he was a baby without any need for an angel or a mediator because he is the mouth, spirit and revelation in person of God. Therefore, the power of God worked in the son of Mariam as indicated in creation, cure, forgiveness, soothing and renewal. The conclusion of the revelation for Mohammed which came in the Koran and Hadith is the shariah (legislation) that includes the heavenly commands and prohibitions. Thus, the revelation of Mohammed brought the book of the Koran and Shariah (legislation). As for the conclusion of the revelation to the Messiah is his identity as his bible is not a legislation but a declaration of his life, sayings, and a description of his personality. The Messiah gave his followers the power of his holy spirit in order to purse his commandment. The followers of Messiah do not believe in the first place in a book nor in a religion and do not abide by the legislation but they believe in a unique person and cling to the Messiah in person and follow him for the Messiah is the revelation of God in soul.
This paragraph is full of confusions and contradictions and futile big talk. Let’s proceed with the bless of God : 

Firstly: the angel Gabriel i.e. the Trustworthy Spirit according to what the preacher stated is the Holy Spirit as it was mentioned in Surat El-Shoraa addressing the Messenger PBUH :

"وَإِنَّهُ لَتَنْزِيلُ رَبِّ الْعَالَمِينَ (192) نَزَلَ بِهِ الرُّوحُ الأَمِينُ (193) عَلَى قَلْبِكَ لِتَكُونَ مِنَ الْمُنْذِرِينَ (194) بِلِسَانٍ عَرَبِيٍّ مُبِينٍ (195)" سورة الشعراء
(192) And truly. This (the Qur’an) is a revelation from the Lord of the ‘Alamin (mankind, jinn and all that exists)(193) Which the trustworthy Uh (Jibril i.e. Gabriel) has brought down. (194) upon your heart (O Muhammed PBUH) that you may be (one) of the warners. (195) In the plain Arabic language.

This is the same as what we recite in Surat Al-Nahl when the Lord of Glory says addressing his messenger Mohammed PBUH:
"فَإِذَا قَرَأْتَ الْقُرْآَنَ فَاسْتَعِذْ بِاللَّهِ مِنَ الشَّيْطَانِ الرَّجِيمِ (98) إِنَّهُ لَيْسَ لَهُ سُلْطَانٌ عَلَى الَّذِينَ آَمَنُوا وَعَلَى رَبِّهِمْ يَتَوَكَّلُونَ (99) إِنَّمَا سُلْطَانُهُ عَلَى الَّذِينَ يَتَوَلَّوْنَهُ وَالَّذِينَ هُمْ بِهِ مُشْرِكُونَ (100) وَإِذَا بَدَّلْنَا آَيَةً مَكَانَ آَيَةٍ وَاللَّهُ أَعْلَمُ بِمَا يُنَزِّلُ قَالُوا إِنَّمَا أَنْتَ مُفْتَرٍ بَلْ أَكْثَرُهُمْ لا يَعْلَمُونَ (101) قُلْ نَزَّلَهُ رُوحُ الْقُدُسِ مِنْ رَبِّكَ بِالْحَقِّ لِيُثَبِّتَ الَّذِينَ آَمَنُوا وَهُدًى وَبُشْرَى لِلْمُسْلِمِينَ (102)"- سورة النحل
(98) So when you want to recite the Qur’an seek refuge with Allah from Satan, the outcast (the cursed one) (99) Verily! He has no power over those who believe and put their trust only in their Lord. (100) His power is only over those who obey and follow him (Satan), and those who join partners with Him (Allah) (polytheists) (101) And when We change a verse (of the Qur’an) in place of another- and Allah knows best what he sends down- they (the disbelievers) say: “You (O Muhammed PBUH) are but a forger(i.e. fraud) . “Nay, but most of them know not. (102) Say (O Muhammed PBUH) Ruh-ul-Qudus (Gabriel) has brought it (the Qur’an) down from your Lord with truth that it may make firm and strengthen (the faith of) those who believe, and as a guidance and glad tidings to those who have submitted (to Allah as Muslims).
Now is it true that the Holy Spirit had no role in the life of the Messiah as claimed by the preacher here? I will let the Biblical Encyclopedia itself answer this question as we read in the entry of : “ The Holy spirit” what follows:
بدأ عصر الانجيل بتحرك خاص من الروح القدس، فنقرأ عن يوحنا المعمدان السابق للمسيا أنه "من بطن أمه يمتلئ من الروح القدس" (لو 1: 15 و80)، وبوحي من الروح أدرك سمعان الشيخ ظهور المسيا في شخص الطفل يسوع (لو 2: 52)، كما أن الملاك أعلن ليوسف أن الذي حُبِل به في مريم "هو من الروح القدس" ( مت 1: 20)، وبذلك تأيدت العبارة السابقة: "وُجِدَتْ حبلى من الروح القدس (مت 1: 18). وهكذا قال الملاك للعذراء مريم: "الروح القدس يحلّ عليك، وقوة العَلِيّ تُظِلّك. فلذلك أيضا القدوس المولود منك يدعى: ابن الله" (لو 1: 35). وعندما كان يسوع في الثلاثين من عمره جاء ليعتمد من يوحنا المعمدان، وكما حُبِل بيسوع بالروح القدس فولد "قُدُّوسا" هكذا نزل عليه، عند المعمودية، الروح القدس "بهيئة جسمية مثل حمامة" إعلانا بأنه المسيا القدوس (مت 3: 16 ، لو 3: 22). ولعل الرسول بطرس كان يشير إلى هذه الحادثة في حديثه الأول للأمم عن "يسوع الذي من الناصرة كيف مسحه الله بالروح القدس والقوة" (أع 10: 38 ). ويشير يوحنا إلى ذلك بالقول: "لأن الذي أرسله الله يتكلم بكلام الله، لأنه ليس بكيل يعطي الله الروح" (يو 3: 43). وكانت قوة الروح القدس واضحة في حياة يسوع وخدمته، فبعد صعوده من الماء مباشرة أخرجه الروح إلى البرية حيث واجه المجرب (مت 3: 1 – 3، مرقس 1: 12 و13، لو 4: 1 – 3)، وغلبه بقوة الروح القدس باعتباره "آدم الأخير"، أي الإنسان الكامل. وقد نسب الرب قدرته على إخراج الأرواح النجسة إلى الروح القدس (مت 12: 28). وهكذا كان الأمر بالنسبة لتعليمه، فقد مسحه الروح القدس ليبشر المساكين ولينادي للمأسورين بالإطلاق (لو 4: 18). وطوال خدمته هنا على الأرض كان الناس ينبهرون من تلك القوة العجيبة التي له حتى قالوا: "إنه مختل" (مرقس 3: 21)، كما "بهتوا من تعليمه لأنه كان يعلمهم كمن له سلطان" (مرقس 1 : 21). كما كان يبدو أحيانا متجاهلاً لحاجاته الجسدية (يو 4: 31) حتى قال البعض عنه: "إنه سامري، وبه شيطان" (يو 8: 48). وعندما رجع السبعون من جولة كرازية ناجحة "تهلل يسوع بالروح" (لو 10: 21). وقد يسأل البعض هذا السؤال: إذا كان يسوع هو الله الابن، فلماذا كان في حاجة إلى قوة الروح القدس لإتمام خدمته؟ ويرجع جانب من الجواب إلى ناسوته الكامل الذي أخذه في تجسده، فلم يقلل من ناسوته كونه الله، فلم تحجب قدرته الالهية ناسوته، فهو كإنسان كامل عاش معتمدًا على روح الله. فيسوع، إذ صار إنسانا، كان يعتمد على روح الله الحالّ فيه، ولهذا فهو في تدبير الخلاص أخذ دور المسيا، أي الذي مسحه روح الله، وفي نفس الوقت كان مدركا لسلطانه الإلهي المطلق، فهو لم يكن كسائر الأنبياء، فلم يقل: هكذا يقول الرب، بل: الحق الحق أقول لكم".


The era of the Gospel began with a particular movement of the Holy Spirit, of John the Baptist the former of the Messiah that "For he shall be great in the sight of the Lord, and shall drink neither wine nor strong drink; and he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his mother's womb." “And the child grew, and waxed strong in spirit, 
and was in the deserts till the day of his shewing unto Israel” (Luke 1: 15, 80), inspired by the spirit and Samaan the Sheikh realized the emergence of the Messiah in the person of the Child Jesus “And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favour with God and man.” (Luke 2: 52 ). In addition, the angel announced to Joseph that what was conceived in Mary " But when he thought about these things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, don't be afraid to take to yourself Mary, your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit." (Matthew 1: 20), and thus the previous phrase was emphasized : " Now the birth of Jesus Christ was like this; for after his mother, Mary, was engaged to Joseph, before they came together, she was found pregnant by the Holy Spirit” (Matthew 1: 18). Thus, the angel said to the Virgin Mary: "And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also that holy one which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God.  "(Luke 1: 35). When Jesus was in his thirties, he came to be baptized by John the Baptist, as Jesus was conceived of the Holy Spirit and he (Jesus) was born " sanctified "This is how it went, at the baptism, the Holy Spirit" with a body figure like a dove, a declaration that he was the sanctified Messiah “Jesus, when he was baptized, went up directly from the water: and behold, the heavens were opened to him. He saw the Spirit of God descending as a dove, and coming on him.” (Matthew 3: 16 )“And the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape like a dove upon him”, (Luke 3: 22). The Apostle Peter might have been referring to this incident in his first talk for nations about the Jesus of Nazareth, how God bestowed him with the Holy Spirit and power "He anoints you with the Holy Spirit, strength, ability and power so that you can ... oppressed by the power of the devil, in the wonderful Name of Jesus” (Acts 10:38).  John refers to this by saying: "The one whom God sent (Jesus) speaks the words of God for he gives the Spirit without measure" (John 3: 43). The power of the Holy Spirit was evident in the lives of Jesus and his servants, immediately after his ascending from the water the spirit directed him to the wilderness as he confronted the devil “3:16Jesus, when he was baptized, went up directly from the water: and behold, the heavens were opened to him. He saw the Spirit of God descending as a dove, and coming on him. 3:17Behold, a voice out of the heavens said, "This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased." 

4:1Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil.” 

 (Matthew 3: 1-3), “1:12And straightway the Spirit driveth him forth into the wilderness.” ( Mark 1: 12 ) 1:13And he was in the wilderness forty days tempted of Satan; And he was with the wild beasts; And the angels ministered unto him.” (Mark 1:13)  and “And Jesus being full of the Holy Ghost returned from Jordan, and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness “ (Luke 4: 1-3). He predominated him by the power of the Holy Spirit as he was "the last Adam", ie, the full man. God attributed His ability to bring impure lives to the Holy Spirit “But if I by the Spirit of God cast out demons, then the Kingdom of God has come upon you.” (Matthew 12: 28). And this was the case of his education, the Holy Spirit has anointed him so that he may bring good tidings to the poor and to pray for the release of the captive “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, 
to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised “ (Luke 4: 18). Throughout his service here on Earth, people were astonished at that strange power which he had so they said: " And when his friends heard it, they went out to lay hold on him: for they said, He is beside himself." (Mark 3: 21). In addition, they were surprised by his teaching because he used to preach them like someone who has authority "And they go into Capernaum; and straightway on the sabbath day he entered into the synagogue and taught.” (Mark 1: 21). Moreover, he would seem at times, to ignore his physical needs, “In the mean while the disciples prayed him, saying, Rabbi, eat.” (John 4: 31) so that some said about him: " The Jews answered and said unto him, Say we not well that thou art a Samaritan, and hast a demon?” "(John 8: 48). When the seventy returned from a successful Chorazin tour " In that hour Jesus rejoiced in spirit, and said, 
I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, 
and hast revealed them unto babes: 
even so, Father; for so it seemed good in thy sight. "(Luke 10: 21). Some might ask this question: If Jesus is the Son of God, why was in need for the power of the Holy Spirit to complete His service? A part of the answer is due to his full carnal which he acquired in his embodiment. His carnal was not reduced by his being God; his divine ability did not mask his body. He, as a full man, lived relying on the Spirit of God. Jesus, when he has become a human being, used to depend on the Spirit of God which was transferred to him. Hence, in the measure of salvation he acquired the role of Messiah, i.e. who was anointed by the Spirit of God. At the same time he was aware of his absolute divine power, as he was not like other prophets; therefore, he did not say: “Thus says the Lord, but: the truth, the truth I tell you. "

From this text which wholly depended on what was stated in the New Testament, in particular the gospels, we can see that the Holy spirit never left Jesus son of Maryam at all in any matter contrary to what is said by our kind preacher who has good intentions (I would only describe him of this and I won’t add anything more). Even the writer of the above-mentioned entry says out of the horse’s mouth:
"إذا كان يسوع هو الله الابن، فلماذا كان في حاجة إلى قوة الروح القدس لإتمام خدمته؟"
This is a meaningless question except that despite the fact that the Christ is a deity, he was in need for the Holy Spirit! Why, O you our kind preacher with the good intentions, do you believe that the revelation of the trustworthy spirit to our messenger Mohammed PBUH is a deficit of him and his message while he never claimed nor did any of his followers or companions that he was a god or son of a deity or has anything that belongs to a deity whereas the Christ (a god or son of god according to your belief) needs the holy spirit in every step he took, if gods walk and tread? I wonder if Mohammed differs from your belief of god? We will see that the matter does not end here; we will find out that Mohammed despite the brotherhood linking him to Jesus and all the prophets was preferred by God to all of them, including Eisa (Jesus) for things that for some one with some justice cannot argue about. Let’s wait as everything would happen at its due time. Despite all of this the revelation visiting Mohammed PBUH or Eisa (Jesus) PBUH through the holy spirit does not mean that God was away from them as God is not away from ay of his creatures for Almighty God cannot be described in fact of being close or far as he rises over time and place as He is their creator God to whom glory and might belong is closer to all of us than our veins and He is with us wherever we are, then what about His elite pious messenger? As for Mohammed suffered when he received the revelation, we know that according to the enormity of responsibility is the suffering. The message of Mohammed as the case in the religion of Eisa (Jesus) according to what we read in the gospels, some of moral discourses void of social, economic, political and military legislations and teachings or a temporary tribal or national message; rather, it was a comprehensive message for all aspects of life addressed to all mankind since it came till the day of resurrection.
We come to the saying of our kind preacher with good intentions : God did not send the angel Gabriel to the Messiah at all, and the Messiah never receive a revelation through a third person because he himself was the embodied word of God – Surat Maryam – verse 34:

ذَلِكَ عيسَى ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ قَوْلَ الْحَقِّ الَّذِي فِيهِ يَمْتَرُونَ (34) 

Such is 'Iesa (Jesus), son of Maryam (Mary). (It is) a statement of truth, about which they doubt (or dispute).
And the eternal word of God and a spirit of Him stemming from God Himself knowing His will. If someone wishes to examine deeper the will of God, he should study the biography of the Messiah because he is the word of the mighty embodied God. The Koran itself tells us that God Himself taught the Messiah before his embodiment the Book, wisdom, Taurat and Bible:
"وَيُعَلِّمُهُ الْكِتَابَ وَالْحِكْمَةَ وَالتَّوْرَاةَ وَالإِنْجِيل"  آل عمران
“[48] And He (Allâh) will teach him ('Isâ (Jesus)) the Book and Al-Hikmah (i.e. the Sunnah, the faultless speech of the Prophets, wisdom), (and) the Taurât (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel).” Al Emeran 
As for the first part of his discourse, we have proven from the discourse of Christian scientists in the Biblical Encyclopedia that it is not true at all. It remains to discuss his claim that the Koran says about Eisa (Jesus) PBUH in Surat Mariam that he was the embodied word of God, is this true? Let’s read together what came in this surat:
"وَاذْكُرْ فِي الْكِتَابِ مَرْيَمَ إِذِ انْتَبَذَتْ مِنْ أَهْلِهَا مَكَانًا شَرْقِيًّا (16) فَاتَّخَذَتْ مِنْ دُونِهِمْ حِجَابًا فَأَرْسَلْنَا إِلَيْهَا رُوحَنَا فَتَمَثَّلَ لَهَا بَشَرًا سَوِيًّا (17) قَالَتْ إِنِّي أَعُوذُ بِالرَّحْمَنِ مِنْكَ إِنْ كُنْتَ تَقِيًّا (18) قَالَ إِنَّمَا أَنَا رَسُولُ رَبِّكِ لأَهَبَ لَكِ غُلامًا زَكِيًّا (19) قَالَتْ أَنَّى يَكُونُ لِي غُلامٌ وَلَمْ يَمْسَسْنِي بَشَرٌ وَلَمْ أَكُ بَغِيًّا (20) قَالَ كَذَلِكِ قَالَ رَبُّكِ هُوَ عَلَيَّ هَيِّنٌ وَلِنَجْعَلَهُ آَيَةً لِلنَّاسِ وَرَحْمَةً مِنَّا وَكَانَ أَمْرًا مَقْضِيًّا (21)".
[16] And mention in the Book (the Qur'ân, O Muhammad (peace be upon him) the story of) Maryam (Mary), when she withdrew in seclusion from her family to a place facing east. [17] She placed a screen (to screen herself) from them; then We sent to her Our Ruh (angel Jibrîl (Gabriel)) and he appeared before her in the form of a man in all respects. [18] She said: "Verily! I seek refuge with the Most Gracious (Allâh) from you, if you do fear Allâh." [19] (The angel) said: "I am only a Messenger from your Lord, (to announce) to you the gift of a righteous son." [20] She said: "How can I have a son, when no man has touched me, nor am I unchaste?" [21] He said: "So (it will be), your Lord said: 'That is easy for Me (Allâh): And (We wish) to appoint him as a sign to mankind and a mercy from Us (Allâh), and it is a matter (already) decreed, (by Allâh).' "

فَحَمَلَتْهُ فَانْتَبَذَتْ بِهِ مَكَانًا قَصِيًّا (22) فَأَجَاءَهَا الْمَخَاضُ إِلَى جِذْعِ النَّخْلَةِ قَالَتْ يَا لَيْتَنِي مِتُّ قَبْلَ هَذَا وَكُنْتُ نَسْيًا مَنْسِيًّا (23)

The meaning, as interpreted by native speakers of Arabic, is that what the verses narrated here about the Messiah is the word of Almighty God, the truth, not what is said by frauds who idolized him claiming that He is God Himself or the son of God. That is to say, this is the position of Eissa (Jesus) according to the words of God, not that Eiss himself is the word of God. Hence, the two verses uttered by Eissa (Jesus) himself followed:

Glorified (and Exalted be He above all that they associate with Him). When He decrees a thing, He only says to it, "Be!" - and it is.
وَإِنَّ اللَّهَ رَبِّي وَرَبُّكُمْ فَاعْبُدُوهُ هَذَا صِرَاطٌ مُسْتَقِيمٌ (36)"،
('Iesa (Jesus) said): "And verily Allâh is my Lord and your Lord. So worship Him (Alone). That is the Straight Path. (Allâh's religion of Islâmic Monotheism which He did ordain for all of His Prophets)." (Tafsir At-Tabarî).”
(However the kind preacher with the good intentions attempts to distort the meaning, how impossible! Jesus (Eissa) denies that God has acquired a son or may acquire a son; in addition, he PBUH confirms that God is his lord and the lord of all mankind and is not his father. He definitely refutes that he himself is God! Nevertheless, His Excellency, the kind preacher with the good intentions thinks that he is smart enough to deceive Muslims in what is stated in the Koran. So, what would result of what our revered preacher wants? Let’s assume that Eissa (Jesus) himself is the word of God, what would this entail of what our kind preacher, with the good intentions, wants to arrange for him? Nothing. Whenever we quote a Koranic verse we repeat the words: "قال الله تعالى" i.e. Almighty God said. Therefore, the Koranic verse (s) cited are “the word of Allah”. However, this does not entail that this word of Allah is God himself the same as the fact that we mankind are God’s creation, but this does not make us God. Attributing something to God does not turn this object or thing to be considered as God himself as clear as the sun! thus, the word of God is not God and the creation of God is not Allah!
We are here before an instigator party and another object party not before a single party and itself. I do not know what devil had caused the preacher to hallucinate of what does not look right in mind, nor in language! 
In addition, the saying of our revered preacher that the Koran tells us that God himself taught the Messiah before his embodiment the book, wisdom, Taurat and the gospel as in the verse:
As for what 
"وَيُعَلِّمُهُ الْكِتَابَ وَالْحِكْمَةَ وَالتَّوْرَاةَ وَالإِنْجِيل"  آل عمران
“[48] And He (Allâh) will teach him ('Isâ (Jesus)) the Book and Al-Hikmah (i.e. the Sunnah, the faultless speech of the Prophets, wisdom), (and) the Taurât (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel).” Al Emeran - 48 
Is not true. There is no information in Koran here, neither elsewhere about embodiment for its obvious contradiction with its righteous tolerant unifying Message. Let’s refer to Surat Al-Emeran from which the preacher copied what he did to read the text complete in its context. (Al-Emeran 45:51)
"إِذْ قَالَتِ الْمَلائِكَةُ يَا مَرْيَمُ إِنَّ اللَّهَ يُبَشِّرُكِ بِكَلِمَةٍ مِنْهُ اسْمُهُ الْمَسِيحُ عِيسَى ابْنُ مَرْيَمَ وَجِيهًا فِي الدُّنْيَا وَالآَخِرَةِ وَمِنَ الْمُقَرَّبِينَ (45)

When the angels said: “O Maryam (Mary), Allah gives you the glad tidings of a word “Be!” – And he was! i.e. Isa (Jesus) the son of Maryam from Him, his name will be the Messiah Isa, the son of Maryam, held in honour in this world and in the hereafter, and will be one of those who are near to Allah.”

And I announce unto you what ye eat and what ye store up in your houses. Lo! herein verily is a portent for you, if ye are to be believers.

Lo! Allah is my Lord and your Lord, so worship Him. That is a straight path.
Now can a wise person find in these verses any words even if a mere indication to embodiment or anything that may be interpreted, even fancied, as God taught Eissa (Jesus) PBUH Taurat and Bible while he was still in his mother’s womb? I wonder if mother’s wombs contain elementary schools, kindergartens, schools and universities! There is nothing in the text that illustrates that education was completed before the birth of Eissa (Jesus) PBUH. Rather, the text is clear in its indication of his being held in honour and his early ability to speak while he was still in the cradle an din old age, and his learning the book, wisdom, Taurat and Gospel, and sending him to the children of Israel (Bani Israel). All this would take place after his birth. Let’s notice, as for his learning the book, wisdom, Taurat and Gospel that these were followed by his speaking to people in the cradle and old age. Besides, his speaking to people in the cradle and old age did not happen till after his being born. In addition, the action here is the same one there i.e. present tense verb while it cannot be said that both matters have a certain time which differs from that of the occurrence of the other. Moreover, the present tense never denotes past tense in such context. All this makes it impossible that the education of Jesus by God was completed while he was still in the world of the womb and did not come to the world yet! Thus, how can education be completed before the existence of the learner? Here lies the impossibility itself. The learner must exist first so that education may be applied in the second place. This is a commonsense whose   overlooking cannot be forgiven. However, since when people observes commonsensical matters or respect logical aspects.
As for what the preacher mentioned in the comparison between both religions: Mohammed’s and Eissa’s (Jesus)religions and what these two great men brought, we say that we do not disagree greatly with him in what he said that “the revelation of Mohammed brought the Koran and Shariah (legislation) book. As for the revelation conclusion to the Messiah, it is his own self because his bible is not a shariah (legislation); rather, it is a manifestation of his life, sayings and a description of his personality. Therefore, Islam is a shariah and not merely worship or a collection of morals. This shariah (legislation) covers all aspects of life and human civilization activities as known. As for the religion of Jesus, it is no more than preaching lectures immersed in idealism which are not proper for any social or cultural structure at all. Hence, we understand, the emphasis of the Messiah that his kingdom does not belong to this world is a sincere statement as what the scribers of gospels have attributed to him of moral preaching are mere vain words which are futile and not a substitute of hunger.
Furthermore, the acts attributed to him here may cause destruction of societies which try to rely on them: for example how can a community or some culture attempt to dispense with work and money altogether according to the commands given by Eissa to his disciples? In other words, how a society or culture can be based on giving away to criminals not for what they want only but for more than what they might dream of so that if a thief attacks you and wants to take away your clothes, you should cede your  إزارunderneath clothing as well…etc. till the end of what we know about the mountain sermon and the like of the beautiful well-phrased words in the gospels which do not feed a mouth. By the way, إزار  is the garment which covers the lower part of the body. Hence, we the reader sees me always saying that he should in this case go naked. This would mean that whoever attacks a man strolling along the Nile Cornish accompanying his wife and daughter and kidnapped the latter and ran away, this man should call him and hand him his wife as well. Then he should climb the hedge of the Nile Cornish and jump into deep water so that he may drown and be at rest. Finally, we would not miss to attract your attention to the saying of the preacher while he was getting confused about the Messiah from a paragraph to another, rather from a line to another sometimes: “the Messiah is the revelation of God in particular”. This illustrates that he PBUH is not God, as the revelation of God is one thing and God is another. Otherwise, is there anyone who would be insane enough to refute this? At any case, praise be to Allah, no one else can be praised for a mishap nor for a good happening for the kind preacher has reduced the Messiah with his superior rank to being a mere revelation!
Anyway, Eissa was not the only one who used “to say”, this is a general matter with other prophets as they used as well “to say”

These are some evidence:

The chieftains of his people, who were disbelieving, said: Lo! we surely see thee in foolishness, and lo! we deem thee of the liars. He said: O my people! There is no foolishness in me, but I am a messenger from the Lord of the Worlds. I convey unto you the messages of my Lord and am for you a true adviser.
Marvel ye that there should come unto you a Reminder from your Lord by means of a man among you, that he may warn you ? Remember how He made you viceroys after Noah's folk, and gave you growth of stature. Remember (all) the bounties of your Lord, that haply ye may be successful. They said: Hast come unto us that we should serve Allah alone, and forsake what our fathers worshipped ? Then bring upon us that wherewith thou threatenest us if thou art of the truthful! He said: Terror and wrath from your Lord have already fallen on you. Would ye wrangle with me over names which ye have named, ye and your fathers, for which no warrant from Allah hath been revealed ? Then await (the consequence), lo! I (also) am of those awaiting (it). And We saved him and those with him by a mercy from Us, and We cut the root of those who denied Our revelations and were not believers. And to (the tribe of) Thamud (We sent) their brother Salih. He said: O my people! Serve Allah. Ye have no other God save Him. A wonder from your Lord hath come unto you. Lo! this is the camel of Allah, a token unto you; so let her feed in Allah's earth, and touch her not with hurt lest painful torment seize you.

And remember how He made you viceroys after A'ad and gave you station in the earth. Ye choose castles in the plains and hew the mountains into dwellings. So remember (all) the bounties of Allah and do not evil, making mischief in the earth.)
وَقَالَ مُوسَى يَا فِرْعَوْنُ إِنِّي رَسُولٌ مِنْ رَبِّ الْعَالَمِينَ* حَقِيقٌ عَلَى أَنْ لا أَقُولَ عَلَى اللَّهِ إِلا الْحَقَّ قَدْ جِئْتُكُمْ بِبَيِّنَةٍ مِنْ رَبِّكُمْ فَأَرْسِلْ مَعِيَ بَنِي إِسْرَائِيلَ" (الأعراف/ 104- 105)
Moses said: O Pharaoh! Lo! I am a messenger from the Lord of the Worlds,
قَالَ مُوسَى لِقَوْمِهِ اسْتَعِينُوا بِاللَّهِ وَاصْبِرُوا إِنَّ الأَرْضَ لِلَّهِ يُورِثُهَا مَنْ يَشَاءُ مِنْ عِبَادِهِ وَالْعَاقِبَةُ لِلْمُتَّقِينَ* قَالُوا أُوذِينَا مِنْ قَبْلِ أَنْ تَأْتِيَنَا وَمِنْ بَعْدِ مَا جِئْتَنَا قَالَ عَسَى رَبُّكُمْ أَنْ يُهْلِكَ عَدُوَّكُمْ وَيَسْتَخْلِفَكُمْ فِي الأَرْضِ فَيَنْظُرَ كَيْفَ تَعْمَلُونَ" (الأعراف/ 128- 129).

And Moses said unto his people: Seek help in Allah and endure. Lo! the earth is Allah's. He giveth it for an inheritance to whom He will. And lo! the sequel is for those who keep their duty (unto Him). They said: We suffered hurt before thou camest unto us, and since thou hast come unto us. He said: It may be that your Lord is going to destroy your adversary and make you viceroys in the earth, that He may see how ye behave.
As for the Messenger Mohammed PBUH, I present to the reader the following Koranic verses:

"وَلَقَدْ نَصَرَكُمُ اللَّهُ بِبَدْرٍ وَأَنْتُمْ أَذِلَّةٌ فَاتَّقُوا اللَّهَ لَعَلَّكُمْ تَشْكُرُونَ* إِذْ تَقُولُ لِلْمُؤْمِنِينَ أَلَنْ يَكْفِيَكُمْ أَنْ يُمِدَّكُمْ رَبُّكُمْ بِثَلاثَةِ آَلافٍ مِنَ الْمَلائِكَةِ مُنْزَلِينَ* بَلَى إِنْ تَصْبِرُوا وَتَتَّقُوا وَيَأْتُوكُمْ مِنْ فَوْرِهِمْ هَذَا يُمْدِدْكُمْ رَبُّكُمْ بِخَمْسَةِ آَلافٍ مِنَ الْمَلائِكَةِ مُسَوِّمِينَ" (آل عمران/124- 125)
When thou didst say unto the believers: Is it not sufficient for you that your Lord should support you with three thousand angels sent down (to your help)? Nay, but if ye persevere, and keep from evil, and (the enemy) attack you suddenly, your Lord will help you with five thousand angels sweeping on.
"وَلَئِنْ قُلْتَ (يا محمد) إِنَّكُمْ مَبْعُوثُونَ مِنْ بَعْدِ الْمَوْتِ لَيَقُولَنَّ الَّذِينَ كَفَرُوا إِنْ هَذَا إِلاَّ سِحْرٌ مُبِينٌ" (هود/ 7)
And He it is Who created the heavens and the earth in six Days - and His Throne was upon the water - that He might try you, which of you is best in conduct. Yet if thou (O Muhammad) sayest: Lo! ye will be raised again after death! those who disbelieve will surely say: This is naught but mere magic.
"قَالَ (أى النبى محمد) رَبِّي يَعْلَمُ الْقَوْلَ فِي السَّمَاءِ وَالأَرْضِ وَهُوَ السَّمِيعُ الْعَلِيمُ" (الأنبياء/ 4)
He saith: My Lord knoweth what is spoken in the heaven and the earth. He is the Hearer, the Knower.
This is in addition to other verses in which almighty God command his prophet Mohammed to say to his people this and that. They are many verses. This in Koran and gospels are similar to the biography of Mohammed. Therefore, the words of Jesus son of Mariam are not the counterpart of what came attributed to the prophet Mohammed PBUH in Koran. Rather, it is similar to his speech in the biography and Prophetic traditions (Hadith). It is known that the great majority of his (PBUH) hadith start with the statement: “the Messenger of Allah said”. They are all found in the faith, legislation and moral and behavioral guidance. If we draw a comparison between the number of Hadith, prophetic speeches and their counterparts of the Messiah PBUH, indisputably, the scales of Prophet Mohammed would be tipped. If we repeated the statement “I say to you” which was stated in the words of the Messiah, here are some evidence in this respect: Allah's Apostle addressed the people, and after praising and glorifying Allah, he mentioned the liar (Dajaal), so he said: “ I warn you against him, no prophet ignored to warn his people. Noah warned his nation, but I will tell you something about him no other prophet said to his nation… , a woman struck another wife of her husband with a rock and she was pregnant , so she was killed. Allah’s Apostle managed to take out what is in her womb and made her people punish her. They said: Whoever reads a letter from the Book of Allah, he will have a reward. And that reward will be multiplied by ten. I am not saying that “Alif, Laam, Meem” is a letter, rather I am saying that “Alif” is a letter, “laam” is a letter and “meem” is a letter.”
In addition, the messiah saying in the Bibles : the truth I say” was stated as said by El-Khedr in one of the talks of “El-Zahr El-Nader” as narrated by Ibn Hagr El-Aasklany. The complete text of the statement says: yes, the truth I say: you have asked me of a great thing and I won’t disappoint you. There is another Hadith in which the prophet witnesses to Omar as follows: God has made truth on the tongue and heart of Omar. In another Hadith, we hear Abi Zer El-Ghafary, May God bless him, say about the messenger of Allah PBUH:  he commanded me to say the truth, even if it were bitter. This means the same as the statement, the truth I utter (say); however, it was phrased according to the original structure with the verb preceding the object.
Then St. Paul used as well this statement: “"I'm telling you to keep away from these men for now. Leave them alone,” (Acts 5/38), “Listen! I, Paul, am telling you that if you allow yourselves to be circumcised, the Messiah will be of no benefit to you.” (Paul message to Galatians 5/2). As the readers can see this is a dangerous talk, for if Jesus was a deity how dares Paul no matter what were the causes to say that he will be of no benefit for his worshippers? And the acts of body are obvious which are adultery, prostitution, impurity, worship of idols, magic, hostility, dispute, jealousy, anger, partisanship, discord, envy, murder, drunkenness. Examples of these which I mention here I say about them as mentioned before: I said as well: whoever do this do not inherit the kingdom of the Lord (Paul Message to Galatians). (rather, he repeated the saying of the Messiah by letter: the truth I say about the Messiah and I do not lie, a teacher of nations in faith and truth. “And he spake a parable unto them to this end, that men ought always to pray, and not to faint; 2 Saying, There was in a city a judge, which feared not God, neither regarded man: 3 And there was a widow in that city; and she came unto him, saying, Avenge me of mine adversary. 4 And he would not for a while: but afterward he said within himself, though I fear not God, nor regard man; 5 Yet because this widow troubleth me, I will avenge her, lest by her continual coming she weary me. 6 And the Lord said, Hear what the unjust judge saith. 7 And shall not God avenge his own elect, which cry day and night unto him, though he bear long with them? 8 I tell you that he will avenge them speedily. Nevertheless when the Son of man cometh, shall he find faith on the earth?” (Luke 18/1-8). What then, the matter as it is revealed does not deserve all this fuss!
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
